• Select appropriate grammar and vocabulary, 

understanding how such choices can change 

and enhance meaning. 

• Use adverbs, preposition phrases and 

expanded noun phrases effectively to add 

detail, qualification and precision. 

 

This terms spellings focus will be 

• Use and apply a range of prefixes and suffixes 

to change meaning. 

• Words with ‘-tial’/shul/ 

• Words beginning with ‘acc’ 

• Correctly and confidently spell the statutory 

year 6 spellings and use them in writing. 

• To proofread for spelling errors. 

This terms reading focus will be  
• To increase fluency in order to skim and 

scan effectively. 

• To find evidence to support deductive and 

inference answers. 

• To complete questions in a test format. 

• To develop understanding of wider 

vocabulary.
