Here are just a few of the things we will be up to this term that will be  

keeping us really busy! 

It is so important that 

children get the chance to 

read at home. We change 

books on a Friday. Children 

will get two reading books for 

you to read with them.  We 

ask parents to read with 

their child five times a week 

and record some of the 

things you read in the yellow 

contact book. Library books 

will be changed Wednesdays. 

What a lovely few days we have had with your little ones! They have been so brave 

coming in by themselves and have been super quick getting to grips with the sessions 

routine. A few little bits to remember:  

-Please make sure you send your child to school with a water bottle each day 

(containing water)! We will try and get them to drink as much as we can.  

-Please ensure that if you are providing a snack for your child it is fruit. We do also 

provide fruit daily if required.  

-Backpacks are a bit too chunky to fit in our book bag boxes and it makes the 

children more independent if they can access a book bag in the classroom – so thank 

you for providing these. 

-The welly rack is much fuller now thank you – please see us if bringing wellies is a 

particular problem – we put them on every time we go out to protect school shoes. 

-Forest School will be every Friday from Friday 27th September. Children can wear 

their own clothes to school on Fridays (that will get muddy!!)  – including any shoes 

they can do themselves and bring puddlesuits please.
