
Year 5 Term 1 Curriculum Newsletter  Maths  

During term 1 we will be working on place value and ad-
dition and subtraction. The initial focus will be on num-
bers to 10,000. When the children are confident they 
will then work with numbers to 1 million. Some of the 
skills taught will include rounding to the nearest 10, 

100 and 1000, counting in 10’s 100’s 1000’s, 10,000 and 
100,000.  

Times Tables: Every day, the children will have the 
opportunity to practise their times tables in school 

through songs and games. Please help your child learn 
their times tables at home too, it is a tool that will help 

them to improve so many areas of Maths.  

Welcome to year 5! 

During our first term in year 5 we will be engaging 
in the exciting topics of ‘The Vikings’ linked to 
Geography and ‘Space’ linked with Science and 

English.  

We are looking forward to the term ahead and 
getting to know all of the children.  

English  

This term we will be focusing on recounts, biographies and 
autobiographies and narrative writing.  

We will identify the features of a recount, to then feel 
confident writing our own convincing UFO hoax recount.  

Children will also have the opportunity to analysis different 
text, finding the key features of biography. They will then 

create an interesting biography for an astronaut.  

Punctuation and Grammar 

First we will be ensuring we are confident with our word 
classes (nouns, verbs, adjectives, adverbs and conjunc-

tions). We will continue to ensure we are consistently using 
simple punctuation (full stops, capital letters, commas, ex-
clamation marks and question marks). The children will then 

secure their understanding on how to use pronouns.  

Reading 

Our focus text will be ‘Cosmic’ by Frank Cottrell Boyce and 
‘Loki’ by Louie Stowell. 

Science  

This terms science topic is Space and our big 
question is; ‘Is there anybody out there?’.  

Our hook for science will be making a sundial and 
an erupting volcano from the planet Mars. The 
children will learn about the solar system, moon 

and Sun.  

PE  

PE will be outdoors on a Tuesday and Friday. The chil-
dren will be participating and learning new skills in both 

cricket and football.  

Please ensure your child has PE Kit suitable for out-
doors. We are very excited to see the children wearing 
the school ‘house colours’ for PE. Please can earrings be 
removed for these days or a consent form signed for 

taping of earrings.  

RE  

The Big Question is: God – what does it mean if God is 
loving and holy?  

This area of study, allows us to make clear connections 
between Bible texts and what Christians believe about 

God; for example, through how churches are designed. The 
children will learn how Christians believe God is omnipo-

tent, omniscient and eternal. 

French  

Presenting ourselves 

The children will learn to ask and answer questions in 
French. We will look at how words can be masculine or femi-

nine.  

We will be learning numbers 1-30.
