	Block Printing
	Block printing is a relief printing technique that uses a carved material (typically wood, linoleum, or rubber) to transfer ink onto fabric or paper. The block serves as a stamp

	Etch
	A form of printmaking created from acid coated in wax

	Mark Making
	Mark making describes the way artists produce different lines, dots, marks, patterns and textures.

	Born in 1887, Georgia O'Keeffe was an American artist who painted nature in a way that showed how it made her feel. She is best known for her paintings of flowers and desert landscapes.

	Tint
	A tint is a mixture of a colour with white, which increases lightness.

	Shades
	A shade is a mixture with black, which increases darkness. 

	Effect
	Creating effect includes changing the appearance of an image by attempting to mimic art media like paint or pencil, add texture (e.g., cement), or create other changes like blurring

	Line
	Different marks made by a form of media e.g. curly lines, straight lines, sharp lines

	Block Colours
	One bold block of colour

	Washes
	A semi-transparent layer of colour

	Primary Colours
	Blue, Red and Yellow

	Antoni Gaudi, (born June 25, 1852, Reus, Spain—died June 10, 1926, Barcelona), was a Spanish architect

	Texture
	How something feels

	Form
	Form is one of the elements of art and refers to three-dimensional objects. Shapes are flat and have two dimensions (height and width). Forms have three dimensions. (height, width and depth).

	Pattern
	A pattern is a design in which lines, shapes, forms or colours are repeated.

	Mosaic
	Decoration of a surface with designs made up of closely set, usually variously coloured, small pieces of material such as stone, mineral, glass, tile, or shell

	Architect
	An architect is a person who plans, designs, and oversees the construction of buildings.

	Weave
	Weaving is the textile art in which two distinct sets of yarns or threads - called the warp and weft - are interlaced with each other at right angles to form a fabric or cloth.

	Art Noveau
	Art Nouveau was a compelling and energetic style in the visual arts which spanned from around the early 1890s to the First World War. Art Nouveau artists, inspired by plant forms and nature, took organic subjects and flattened and abstracted them into sophisticated, sinuous and flowing motifs.

	Mixed Media
	Mixed media art is when the artist combines a mixture of different materials to create their work.

	Tessellation
	Tessellation is a pattern of shapes that fit together with no gaps or overlaps.
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
