	Appliqué is a type of textiles work where small pieces of cloth are sewn or stuck in a pattern onto a larger piece.

	Something that is aesthetically pleasing is enjoyable to look at

	(November 15, 1920 – December 25, 2021) An American painter, associated with the pop art movement, known for his colourful works depicting commonplace objects—pies, lipsticks, paint cans, ice cream cones, pastries, and hot dogs—as well as for his landscapes and figure paintings. 

	Shape
	The appearance of an object that is defined by its outer surface or outline

	Form
	Structure or shape

	Light
	Not heavy, full, intense or powerful

	Dark
	Not light or pale in colour 

	Shadow
	The dark image cast on some surface by a person or thing blocking the light of the sun or another source of light

	Outline
	A line or shape showing the outside edge of a figure or object

	Dimension
	Size measured in length, width or depth

	Experimental Stimuli
	Something that causes or increasing action, feeling or thought

	Key Vocabulary

	Katsushika Hokusai
	A Japanese artist, painter and printmaker best known as author of the woodblock print series Thirty-six Views of Mount Fuji which includes the internationally iconic print, The Great Wave off Kanagawa.

	Texture 
	The physical appearance or feel of an object, and can be seen through bumps, ridges, grooves and other physical details.

	Colour washing
	A layer of colour that is almost transparent 

	Colour blocking
	Using contrasting colours and painting them in a space together

	Hue
	A dominant colour like red, yellow and blue. 

	Thickened
	Paint becoming broader, deeper or denser
