Maths: 

In Year 1, your child will be counting, reading, writing, 

ordering numbers to 20.  They will learn to compare 

numbers using the < > and = signs.  Your child will learn to 

recognise and name common 2d and 3d shapes presented in 

different orientations. 

In year 2, children will be learning to add and subtract 

single digits, multiples of ten and any 2-digit number. Your 

child will learn to use precise language to describe the 

properties of 2d and 3d shapes. 

PE 
In PE we will be learning the Monster 

Mash dance. We will critique our 

performances to further improve. 

We will also be learning correct 

techniques for running, jumping and 

throwing.

We will be learning about the artist – 

Lowry. We will be looking at a range of 

artwork and making comparisons.
