 Maths: 

In Year 3 children will be learning to add and 

subtract 2 and 3-digit numbers using a formal 

written method. We will be learning to multiply 

and divide by 2,3,4,5,8,10 and use arrays and 

equal groups to support with solving problems.  

 

In Year 4 the children will be continuing to add 

and subtract numbers to 10,000 using formal 

written strategies. The children will be 

learning to measure in mm and cm and work out 

the perimeter of shapes. They will learn how to 

multiply and divide by 10 and 100 and be given 

opportunities to practice this in different 

contexts. 

 

Art / DT 
In Art your child will be learning about Picasso and 

producing self-portraits based on the style Picasso 

used. We will learn to use different painting 

techniques. 

In DT we will be learning how to making a pop-up 

Christmas card.

History
