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Understanding of the World


During this topic, the children will learn about the Second World War. The topic will mainly focus on the Blitz and the Battle of Britain.


The children will learn the order of key events and find out about them using sources of evidence.








Understanding of the World


Your child will develop their use of spreadsheets.


They will also complete activities around e-safety. 





Physical, Emotional Health and Well Being


The children will gain knowledge about how to care for the environment. They will also learn the importance of budgeting and managing money, through financial education. 





What we are learning:

What were the key events of the Second World War?


How did it begin?


What happened to make it end?


What happened during the Battle of Britain?


How did the Blitz affect people’s lives?





Key Skills


In English, your child will be reading the book ‘Goodnight Mr Tom’. They will predict what the book is going to be about using the front cover and infer next steps in the story. They will develop their vocabulary and reflect on key characters and their actions. When writing, they will write in role as the main character. Also, they will develop their narrative skills to write an extra chapter for the book, recounting main events.
