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Animals including Humans
In this unit, children will learn to identify human body parts and understand what senses are. They will then learn how animals are different and what group they belong to, based on their features. They will also understand the terms ‘vertebrate’ and ‘invertebrate’. Children will understand the difference between mammals and birds and what types of food living things eat.
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Our Local Park
In this unit, children explore their local park, naming and describing what they see (e.g. different areas: play areas, wildlife areas, car parks) and how these areas are used. Children will study data collection methods and choose appropriate methods according to their enquiry. They will use first-hand sensory exploration and observations to investigate the key features of their local park. Children will reflect upon the data collected to answer how people use and enjoy their local park. Children will present their data to answer their enquiry.
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Indoor Athletics
In this unit,  children will develop skills required in athletic activities such as running at different speeds, changing direction, jumping and throwing. 

Fitness
In this unit, children will develop their understanding of the benefits of exercise and a healthy lifestyle on their physical body, their mood and their overall health.
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Information Technology
In this unit, children will take and review photos and video content, import chosen videos and photos into Clips and use Stickers and Voice recordings to create a complete Clip.

E-Safety
In this unit, children will give examples of technology in the home and explain how passwords can be used to protect them.
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Community – Christianity
In this unit, children will recap key Christian beliefs, including the Creation Story. Children will explore the idea that Christians believe prayer is like having a conversation with God. Children will also explore where Christians worship in a church and why this is important to them.
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Cooking and Nutrition – Smoothies
In this unit, children will describe fruits and vegetables and explain how to identify fruits. Children will name a range of places that fruits and vegetables grow. They will describe basic characteristics of fruit and vegetables and prepare fruits and vegetables to make a smoothie.
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Dance, Sing, Play!
In this unit, children will understand that music is made up of long and short sounds called ‘rhythm’ and high and low sounds that we call ‘pitch’. As they dance, sing, and play instruments with the music in this unit, children will explore these sounds and how they work together.
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The Importance of Family
In this unit, children will explore what a family is and why families are important. Children will also focus on similarities and differences between families and why they are special. 

Making Friends and Getting Along
In this unit, children will focus on forming friendships and what makes a good friend. Children will also explore kind and unkind behaviours and how the actions of others can impact on people’s feelings.
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
