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This term in phonics we will play ‘Fred Games’ following the Read Write Inc,
phonics approach which help us to listen for sounds in words.

ENGLISH:

Focusing on the texts ‘Let’s All Creep Through Crocodile Creek’ and ‘The
Pirates Are Coming’ we will be encouraging the children to engage in
extended conversations about stories.

MATHS:

In Maths we are encouraging the children the count 1, 2, 3, we are
exploring posiition and routes, creating our own patterns and comparing
and sorting collections.

PHYSICAL DEVELOPMENT:
This term we will continue to develop movement through balancing,
riding bikes and scooters and ball skills.

RE:

In RE we are thinking about the events after the Christmas story in our
topic Galilee to Jerusalem and then the events that lead up to Easter in
our topic Desert to Garden.
