Summer Term 2025
Dear Parents / Carers of Cedar Class,

Welcome back for the Summer Term, hopefully refreshed after a super Easter break! Below is a brief outline of the areas we will be covering in the various subjects over this term along with useful timetable information and homework guidelines.

[image: image1.wmf]During our daily English lessons this term we will investigate a variety of different texts along with phonic, word and sentence work. We will be focusing upon stories by the same author (John Burningham), stories about fantasy worlds, information texts and composing poems on a theme. We will be continuing our phonic work and ensuring that letters are formed correctly so that everyone can join their letters accurately next year.
Our reading target this term is set at 30 home reads by the 16th July. Please ensure that the reading record is signed. We will be continuing to prepare for the Phonics Screening Check in June.
Maths lessons will focus on mental strategies and numbers within 100.  We will also be covering lots of place value work including multiplication and division. We will be solving problems using money and measures, measuring including weight, capacity and length, telling the time, revising the days of the week and months of the year. 
In Science lessons we will learn about plants and have opportunities to grow our own plants and find out what plants need to grow as well as recording and comparing seasonal change. We will be consolidating this learning on a trip to Bring Yer Wellies later in June.
[image: image2.wmf]Computing lessons in year 1 will focus on animation and learning how to keep personal information safe on the internet. 
How we lived in the past will be out topic in History. We will be looking at The Great Fire of London and the events before and after the fire of 1666.
Geography lessons in year 1 will focus on comparing weather differences across the UK and recording the weather in the school grounds. The children will also be learning about the four countries that make up the United Kingdom, their capital cities and undertaking a local study on Euxton.
During DT lessons in year 1 the children will be investigating how to make a strong structure linked to our history topic. 
PSHE will give the opportunity for the children to discuss playing safely and growing up. This term, the children will learn road safety skills and get to practice them with our local school Lollipop Patrol.
Exploring different styles of music and different sounds will be the focus of our Music lessons.

[image: image3.wmf]Art lessons will develop our observational skills further and draw from nature linked to our science topic.  We will also be printing to create a repeating pattern, with a focus on the artist Anna Atkins.
[image: image4.wmf]Athletics and fundamental movement skills are on the menu for PE lessons this term and will take place on a Tuesday and Friday. Please ensure that children come to school in their PE kits on these days.
RE lessons will focus on Hinduism and Christianity.  
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You can have a huge impact on how your child develops both in confidence and ability by encouraging and supporting them with their homework. Reading and phonics homework will continue to be given on a weekly basis. On occasions children may be asked to bring something in to support their work in class or to find an answer to a question. 
As you can see, it is certainly going to be a busy term but an interesting and varied one!
