Dear Parents/Guardians of Class 3 Rivington,                                                                                                  Summer Term 2025
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Welcome back to our last term here at Primrose Hill. It’s lovely to have the children back from their break ready to learn! Below is a brief outline of the areas we will be covering in the various subjects over the coming weeks. 
During our daily English lessons this term, we will continue to investigate a variety of different texts, such as fables and persuasion, along with grammar work involving developing the use of a variety of sentence structures and appropriate punctuation.  Please can we take this opportunity to express how important it is to read with your child on a regular basis as this not only supports them during English lessons but all aspects of the curriculum. 
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Maths lessons this term will focus on fractions, money, time, properties of shape and statistics. It is expected that by the end of Year 3 children know their 2, 5, 10, 3, 4 and 8 times tables and the related division facts. It would also be beneficial if the children could learn their 11 times tables as this has an easy patterns to follow. We would encourage children to work on these at home to consolidate their work in school. 
Our main Geography topic focus this term is North West England, with a focus on Southport. We will develop our fieldwork skills, recognise physical and human features of the area as well as using and creating different types of maps. 
Science in the first half term will focus on plants. The children will investigate the functions of different plant parts and their requirements for healthy growth. After half term, we will move on to studying animals including humans. As part of this, we will also learn about the digestive system.
In Design Technology, the children will be investigating food technology, focussing on designing and producing a healthy ice lolly. In Art lessons, we will be creating flowers using a digital medium, which links to our Science unit. We will also be studying the work of artist Georgia O’Keefe.  
PSHE will focus on Emotional Health and Wellbeing and Healthy Lifestyles.  In RE, the children will be learning about the Sikh and Hindu faiths. 
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In Computing, the children will create a branching database, linked to animals. We will also be learning about local area networks and why computers are networked together. As part of our Online Safety learning, we will be learning about our online reputation and how computers can affect out health, wellbeing and lifestyle.

 In our PE lessons, we will be covering Athletics, Invasion Games, Striking and Fielding and Outdoor and Adventurous. These sessions will take place on a Tuesday and Thursday, so could you please ensure your child comes into school wearing their full PE kits for these days. We will be going outside for some sessions so a jumper or a hoodie is needed.
Our music lessons in the first half term will focus on the disco genre. The second half term will look at classical music. We will be aiming to improve the children’s confidence when singing and performing, using tuned and non-tuned percussive instruments.
The children will continue learning to speak French on a weekly basis, describing and discussing ourselves and others.
Homework will consist of weekly spellings, regular reading and opportunities to practise times tables and revisit areas covered in maths lessons using the maths apps – TT Rockstars and Doodle Maths. Spellings will still be tested on Mondays. Please continue to record your child’s reads in Showbie and ensure that the books are suitably challenging for your child’s ability. Although times tables will not be formally tested in school, the children will be practising them in class so practise at home will be beneficial to them. This half term we will be learning the 11 times table and then revising the 2s, 3s, 4s, 5s, 8s and 10s. 
We hope that this last term in Year 3 will be an enjoyable and successful one for all of the children. If you have any concerns at all throughout the year, please do not hesitate to contact us.
