Spring Term 2025
Dear Parents / Carers of Year 1,

Welcome back after the Christmas break- I hope everyone had a wonderful Christmas and a happy beginning to the New Year! Please find below a brief outline of the Year 1 curriculum for the next term along with useful timetable information and homework guidelines.

[image: image1.wmf]During our daily English lessons this term we will learning skills through a variety of different text genres such as traditional tales, poetry in the form of well-known Nursery Rhymes, as well as reading and writing instructions. 
Phonics will continue to be daily and you may notice your child has a new reading group this term due to them making progress after assessment.

Reading books will be changed by Phonics group teachers according to when books have been completed in sessions. Our reading target to earn the silver reading badge this term is set at 30 reads by Monday 24th March 2025.  Please ensure that reading records are signed after every read. There are also books available to read on Oxford Owl and these can be recorded and counted towards the reading target also. 
In Maths we will continue developing our fluency in calculation and our confidence and flexibility with number including place value, addition and subtraction using numbers within 50.  We will also learn about length, height, mass and volume for the first time in Year 1. 
Our Science focus is animals including humans, and will include identifying and labelling body parts, similarities and differences and also life cycles. We will also continue to observe the seasons of the year, in particular changes we will see in the winter and spring. 
Computing lessons in Year 1 will focus on animation and we will continue with our on-line safety modules.
[image: image2.wmf]Geography lessons will focus on the local area of Euxton, specifically our school and the areas around it. 
During DT lessons in Year 1 the children will be designing and making healthy fruit kebabs. 

PSHE will give the opportunity for the children to discuss themselves, their emotions and the choices they make as well as understanding British Values within school. 
[image: image3.wmf]Tempo and dynamics will be the focus of our Music sessions during the first half of the term and pulse, rhythm and pitch will be the focus for the second half. 
Art lessons will develop skills in drawing and the children will study L.S. Lowry. 
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This term in PE lessons the children will cover gymnastics, dance and fundamental skills.  The PE sessions will continue to take place on a Tuesday and Friday – please ensure children wear their P.E kits on these days. 
RE lessons will focus on Islam and Judaism. 
The children will also be continuing their Forest School sessions on a weekly basis.
Maths and Phonics homework will be given on a Friday to be returned before the next Thursday allowing plenty of time for completion.
