Welcome back to a new term here at Primrose Hill. It’s lovely to have the children back from their break ready to learn! Below is a brief outline of the areas we will be covering in the various subjects over the coming weeks. 
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During our daily English lessons this term we will continue to investigate a variety of different texts along with grammar work involving developing the use of a variety of sentence structures and appropriate punctuation.  Please can we take this opportunity to express how important it is to read with your child on a regular basis as this not only supports them during English lessons but all aspects of the curriculum. 
[image: image2.wmf]Maths lessons will have a focus on written multiplication and division, measurement and fractions. It is expected that by the end of Year 3 children know their 2, 5, 10, 3, 4 and 8 times tables up to 12x and the related division facts. This term will focus on learning the 4 and 8 times tables with instant recall, with the expectation that they should already be confident with their 3 times table.  We would encourage children to work on these at home to consolidate their work in school. 
The Romans and Roman Britain will be one of the main themes of class work this term, particularly the way they lived and how they have affected the way we live our lives today. We will be looking at how the Roman Empire spread, their armies, daily lives and culture. 
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To coinside with our Romans topic, in Geography we will be studying Italy. The children will look at the human and physical geographical features of the country and its culture. 

Science will cover light, learning about how light travels, shadows and how they can change.
In Art and DT lessons we will be linking back to our History topic and making our own mosaics, as well as creating printing blocks in order to produce a repeated pattern. In DT the children will be Roman chariots using a selection of woodworking and strengthening skills.  
PSHE will provide the opportunity for children focus on relationships with others and looking after our world. 
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In RE, the children will be learning about Christianity and considering the qualities which make a good leader with a focus on Pentecost and discipleship.  
In Computing, children will be using Scratch to experiment with programming and creating an interactive comics linked to our History work to retell the story of Boudicca’s rebellion. We will also think about Online Safety relating to Copyright & Ownership, Managing Online Information and Online Relationships. 
In our PE lessons we will be covering Invasion Games, Net and Wall games, Gymnastics and Dance. These sessions will take place on a Tuesday and Thursday, so could you please ensure your child come wearing their full PE kits for these days. 
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Our themes for music lessons are composing using imagination and thinking about our own musical experiences, using singing and glockenspiels.   
The children will continue learning to speak French on a weekly basis, moving onto learning vocabulary around the classroom as well as basic classroom instructions.

Homework will continue this term A piece of English and a piece of Maths will be given each Wednesday. The children return their homework the following Tuesday, or earlier if completed. The work can be completed either on Showbie or on paper and uploaded to Showbie. Please ensure your child understands the importance placed on the prompt completion of all homework. Spellings will be tested on Mondays. 
As you can see, it is certainly going to be a busy Spring term in Year 3, but an interesting and varied one!  If you have a particular expertise or interest in any of the above topics, please let us know. We hope your child will continue to enjoy Year 3 and please remember if you have any concerns at all throughout the year please do not hesitate to contact us.
