L English

Maths

& Science

In the second half of the term, we’ll be investigating ‘States of Matter’—exploring
solids, liquids, and gases through hands-on experiments and activities.

Our PSHE lessons will focus on relationships—at school, at home, and in the
wider community. In RE, we’ll learn about the Hindu faith and later explore the
theme of ‘Light’ in Christianity, including the meaning behind Christingle.

B Computing
