	What is in place to protect everyone

	Social distancing of children from each other
	· Children work in a group with the same children and staff called a bubble.  They stay separate to other children and staff in the school.

· Desks for Y6 spaced out 2 metres apart 

· Nursery groups/bubbles of no more than 8 children. 

· Year R groups/bubbles of no more than 8 children.

· Year 1 and 6 groups/bubbles s of 15 children.  

· Year 6 Start at 9:00 finish 2:00pm 

· Break times separate for each bubble

· Children will eat lunch in their groups separately in the dining hall

· Designated toilets for each bubble

· Staff and children consistent throughout week

· Different gates and exit points 

· Markings in corridors and where children line up for guides for 2 metres apart

	Infection control
	· Handwashing insistent and taught to children daily 90 seconds 

· Posters for handwashing and social distancing displayed in every bubble

· Children wash hands on entry, exit to Bubble

· Children have soap, water and paper towels available at all times 

· Children are taught to use tissue for sneeze or crook of elbow 

· Children taught to safely dispose of tissue and wash hands. 

· Children taught to catch it, bin it, kill it 

· Sanitiser dispensers outside classrooms 

· Sanitiser in classroom

· Additional cleaning in the middle of the day.

· Children taught to keep their bubbles clean

· All equipment which will be minimal to wipe down by staff 

· Each child will have own stationary and books and not to be shared 

· No resources brought into school to avoid cross contamination 

· Staff training on expectations

· Covid 19 training for cleaners lidded bins provided.

· No Parents allowed on the school premises.  Staff will be available for telephone conversations.

	If a pupil or member of staff has a suspected case of Covid in a pod
	· School will direct the rest of the children and staff in that bubble to be sent home to isolate for 14 days
