Reading

Your child’s username and password is the same as their Accelerated Reader one.

Your child will be set weekly tasks on Mathletics and Spelling Shed. They also have access to MyOn and Times Table Rockstars. Their Celebration Project is due Monday 18th December. Please see separate Homework Expectations sheet. 
Stationery

Your child may bring in their own stationery in one small pencil case. 

Spellings: 

Your child will complete a weekly spelling test every Thursday with words we will teach them at school. In addition, your child is required to learn the Year 5/6 common exception words. All weekly spelling lists, for the whole year, and a copy of the Year 5/6 words are on the Year 6 Curriculum page on our website. We will also send home a copy of this list with your child. 

Past Year 6 SATs paper
We kindly request you, or tutors, do not complete past SATs papers with your child. We use these questions/papers in school for assessment purposes.

Drinks and snacks:
