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Year 6 - 8.45-8.50am arrival
3.10pm collection time (Mon to Thurs)
12.00pm collection time on a Friday

3.15pm collection time (Mon to Thurs)
12.05pm collection time on a Friday
Entrance and exit point — main gate leading to reception.

Year 5 - 8.55am-9.00am arrival
3.20pm collection time (Mon to Thurs)
12.10pm collection time on Friday
Entrance and exit point — side gulley past Busy Bodies door and to and from
Year 5 annexe.

We are aware that once again, these new arrangements will take a while to get used to so
school staff will be outside the school to assist when needed.
