Last week a message was sent 

home via Parentmail to year 1 and 

2 parents. The message from Mrs 

Kenny is below: 

‘’I have been made aware that 

following our Year 2 parents’ 

maths workshop last week, a 

quantity of leaflets promoting a 

protest event had been 

distributed on tables in the school 

dining hall. This was done without 

any knowledge of school staff, 

including myself. I am extremely 

disappointed that whichever 

parent(s) brought these leaflets 

into school felt that they had the 

authority to do so.  

Our parent workshops are not an 

opportunity for parents or any 

other individual or group to 

promote personal or political views 

or activities. Workshops are put 

on to support your children and 

their learning. 

This act has tried to undermine 

the purpose of this event and was 

completely inappropriate. I do not 

expect to see it repeated at any 

other school activity.’’
