	English 
This half term, we’ll be diving into historical writing by exploring the events of the Great Fire of London. Children will learn how to write a diary entry from the perspective of someone living at the time. We’ll focus on sentence structure, vocabulary choices, and how to express thoughts and feelings through writing. Alongside this, we’ll continue reading a range of fiction and non-fiction texts to support comprehension and storytelling skills.
                  
Phonics
This term we will be looking at phase 3 and 4 phonics for year 1 and year 2 will practicing their SPaG.
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	Maths 
 
This term, our focus is on addition and subtraction and shape. Children will use number lines, part-whole models, and concrete resources to solve problems and develop strategies. We’ll explore number bonds, fact families, and different methods for calculation. Later in the term, we’ll move on to 2D and 3D shapes—naming, describing, and sorting them by their properties.
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This half term, we’ll be exploring structures. Children will investigate how to make stable and strong constructions using different materials. We’ll design and build simple models, testing and improving them as we go.

RE
We’ll be exploring the Christmas Story, learning about the birth of Jesus and why it is important to Christians. Children will retell the story, discuss its meaning, and reflect on how it is celebrated around the world.
Worship: 
Worship over this half term will be based around our values: thankfulness and be kind. There will be 3 whole school worships a week, and 2 class worships.
We have a ‘VIP award’ which will be awarded on Friday’s celebration assembly for a pupil who has shown they can promote our school values and the VIP goal of the week. 
	

	Science 

Our topic is Materials and Change. Children will investigate different materials, their properties, and how they can be changed. We’ll explore bending, stretching, squashing, and twisting, and carry out simple experiments to observe changes.
 
	Computing 

We’ll begin with a unit called Maze Explorers using Purple Mash. Children will learn how to give instructions, follow algorithms, and create simple mazes. Later, we’ll revisit online safety, discussing how to stay safe online and what to do if something unexpected happens.
	PE

1 x PE lessons with Fleetwood town on fundamental skills. This will be on Tuesdays.

1 x Forest session with Mrs Pollard, this will be focusing on fine motor skills, teamwork building and curriculum needs. This will be on a Tuesday Morning. 

Please come to school in PE kit and appropriate footwear.

Children can come into school in their forest clothing on Tuesday morning and bring their PE kit in to change into if preferred.
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History

This half term, we’ll be learning about the Great Fire of London. Children will explore what life was like in 1666, how the fire started, and why it spread so quickly. We’ll use timelines, maps, and historical sources to understand the events and impact of the fire. Through role play, diary writing, and creative tasks, children will compare past and present, and reflect on how London changed as a result. This topic links closely with our English work, where children will write diary entries from the perspective of someone who lived through the fire.
 
	 
PSHE  

Miss Cleary will be teaching PSHE this half term. Our theme is Valuing Each Other and Our Differences. Children will learn how to celebrate what makes us unique, show kindness, and build positive relationships. We will support this through role play, discussion, and practical activities.

	 
Music 
 
Our music focus is Nativity preparation. Children will learn songs, practise performing, and explore rhythm and pitch through rehearsals. We’ll also discuss how music helps us express emotions and tell stories.
