	English 
This half term we will be learning how to write a story.
We will be focusing on a book called ‘The Flood’. We will work together to look at the structure and language of a story. Children will then build up to writing their own. 

Spelling 
 
We will continue to develop our phonics knowledge and will continue learning different spelling patterns, applying these in our writing.
 
Reading
This half term we will be reading a range of different texts. We will be developing our inference and retrieval skills as well as vocabulary knowledge when reading a range of different texts.

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	Maths

In maths this half term we will focus on Multiplication & Division. 
 on to multiplication and division.
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 Multiplication tables will be a focus, as the Year 4 pupils are working towards the Multiplication Check. This is a government given assessment that gives the pupils 6 seconds to answer and input into the inline box. 
This requires practise and will be highlighted to parents at parents’ evening. 
Year 3 pupils can only benefit from practise. They are tested uptp 12x12.



	
	RE 
This half term our RE focus will be based on 
Christmas: How does the birth of Jesus fit into God’s Big Story?
The aim of the unit is to give children a Biblical perspective on the nativity story. The children will deepen their understanding of what Christians believe to be the true meaning of Christmas. Pupils will increase their knowledge and understanding of the place of the incarnation in God’s Big Story. 
	

	Science 
In our science lessons this half term we will be learning about
Soil & Fossils
We will be exploring fossils,  understand fossil formation, explore soil and understand the importance of soil in our world. 
We will plan, carry out and conclude a fair test
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	Computing 
 
During Autumn 2 we will focusing on Online Safety and Spreadsheets. These units will provide life skills; in keeping children safe and their information safe on the internet, and introduce spreadsheets.
