Poetry
This half term we will be revisiting ‘punctuation use’ and ‘descriptive writing’ in our lessons to ensure that they are being used accurately and confidently in written work. We will be focusing on the poem ‘I asked the little boy who cannot see. And will be identifying rhyme, learning about similes as well as writing our own version of the poem.

                 Reading

In class we will continue to have ‘whole class guided reading lessons’ weekly. We will be looking at a range of fiction and non-fiction texts together, discussing the language used, the structure of the texts, looking for clues which tell us why events happen as well as general comprehension questions.
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	Maths

This half term we will begin to learn about time with Mrs Oxley as well as mass, capacity and temperature with Mr Wells. 
Please note that this would be a perfect time to support your child in learning to tell the time if they haven’t begun to already. Regularly asking them the time as well as talking through your daily routines at home will help them to understand time.
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	RE

This half term Oak Class’s RE will be taught by Mr Wakefield. The children will be building on last half term’s work looking at the rules that Christians follow, by looking at the rules followed by the different faiths.

	

	D&T
During this half term Oak class will be learning about where our food comes from. We will be linking this to our previous learning about different food types as well as our understanding of different countries around the world.

	Computing
This half term the children will be using a range of art packages to create pictures and patterns using basic computing art tools. Later in the half term the children will be  using Ipads to take photos and using IPhoto to manipulate and enhance their photos.

	PE

In PE the children will developing the skills needed to achieve success in Striking and Fielding activities.

	Topic
In geography this half term we will be developing our mapping skills in Oak class. We will also be working on our positional and directional language-guiding our friends outside.
In history this half term we will be continuing our learning about the historical invention of windmills. We will be comparing windmills of the past to windmills/turbines in the present.
( Please note that this half term we have our visit (in school) for our LEGO workshop which we will re-visit our prior learning of The Romans.
	Science
Materials
In science, Oak class will be learning about different materials. We will be identifying different materials around us and will be learning about why they have been used to make different items. We will also be testing some materials too.
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	Music

This will use a range of songs all about friendship to develop their singing and musical abilities, such as playing the glockenspiel.
