Over this half-term, our humanities focus will be Geography. Our topic is titled Fieldwork – Exploring how land shape, height and vegetation vary between places. As part of this unit, the children will be developing their geographical knowledge and skills by exploring key questions such as:

	LC3-What vegetation grows in our school grounds?
	LC4-How is Mam Tor different from where we live?
	LC5 –What vegetation grows on Mam Tor? (completed on trip)
	LC6 –How does elevation differ between Flowery Field and Mam Tor?

To support your child's learning, there is some important vocabulary that will be used throughout this unit:
· Topography – The shape and features of the land, including hills, slopes and flat areas.
· Hill – A raised area of land that is higher than the land around it.
· Slope – Land that is slanted or not flat.
· Summit – The highest point of a hill.
· Valley – Low land between hills or mountains.
· Ridge – A long, narrow high area of land.
· Elevation – How high land is above sea level.
· Contour line – A line on a map that shows areas of the same height.
· Fieldwork – The process of observing, measuring and recording geographical features outside the classroom.
· Cross-section – A side view of the land showing its shape and height.


We kindly ask you to support your child in learning these vocabulary words at home. In class, we will be revisiting this vocabulary regularly and carrying out some low-stakes quizzing to help consolidate understanding.
