· Rationing Challenge – Plan or create a WW2-style meal using limited ingredients and explain your choices.
· Battle of Britain Fact Card – Create a small fact card with three key facts about the Battle of Britain.
· Codebreaker Challenge – Create a secret message using a simple code and ask someone at home to crack it.
· Family History Interview – Ask a family member what they know about World War Two and record their answers.
· Creative Choice Task – Create a drawing, model, poster, or comic to show something you have learned about WW2.
We are excited to see how the children continue to express their learning in creative and thoughtful ways.
