Dear Parents and Carers,

Over the course of this half-term, our humanities focus will be History. Our topic is titled:
The Civil Rights Movement

As part of this topic, the children will be developing their historical knowledge and enquiry skills by exploring six key questions:

L1 - What was life like under segregation in the USA?
L2 – How did Rosa Parks’ actions start a movement?
L3 – Who was Martin Luther King Jr and what did he believe in?
L4 – How did civil rights change in the USA and UK?
L5 – Who else fought for civil rights?
L6 - What is the legacy of the Civil Rights Movement today?

To support your child’s learning, there is some essential vocabulary that will be used throughout this unit:

· Segregation – Keeping people apart based on race, enforced by law or custom.
· Discrimination – Treating people unfairly because of their race, gender, religion, or other differences.
· Boycott – Refusing to use or buy something as a protest (e.g. Montgomery Bus Boycott).
· Protest – An action showing disagreement with something, often to bring change.
· Civil Rights – Rights that protect people’s freedom and ensure equal treatment.
· Equality – Treating everyone the same, giving people the same rights and opportunities.
· Activist – Someone who works to bring social or political change.
· Segregation Laws (Jim Crow) – Laws enforcing separation of Black and white people in the USA.
· Non-violence – Using peaceful protest rather than violence to bring change.
· Racism – Believing one race is better than another, leading to unfair treatment.

We kindly ask that you support your child in learning the definitions of these words at home. In class, we will be revisiting this vocabulary regularly and carrying out some low-stakes quizzing to help consolidate understanding. An example of ones of these quizzes can be found here:
