Dear Parents and Carers,

Over the course of this half-term, our humanities focus will be Geography. Our topic is titled: 

As part of this topic, the children will be developing their historical knowledge and enquiry skills by exploring six key questions:

L1 - How can we use a compass to navigate?
L2 – How do we use OS map symbols?
L3 – How can we map our local area?
L4 – How can we navigate our local area using compass directions and distance?
L5 – What is the difference between urban and rural environments?
L6 - How does the countryside compare to our local area?

To support your child’s learning, there is some essential vocabulary that will be used throughout this unit:

Urban - A place that is busy and built-up, with lots of buildings, roads and people.
Rural - A place in the countryside with more natural spaces and fewer buildings.
Human feature - Something made or built by people (e.g. houses, roads, bridges).
Physical feature - Something natural that is not made by people (e.g. hills, rivers, trees).
Map - A drawing of a place from above that shows where things are.
Symbol - A simple picture or sign used on a map to represent something.
Key (map key) - A guide that explains what the symbols on a map mean.
Compass - A tool that shows direction (north, south, east and west).
Direction - The way something moves or where something is (e.g. north, east).
Route - The path or way you take to get from one place to another.

We kindly ask that you support your child in learning the definitions of these words at home. In class, we will be revisiting this vocabulary regularly and carrying out some low-stakes quizzing to help consolidate understanding. An example of ones of these quizzes can be found here:
