	Expressive Art and Design 
Expressive Arts and Design fosters imagination, curiosity, creativity, cognition, critical thinking and experimentation and provides opportunities to improvise, collaborate, interact and engage in sustained shared thinking. It requires time, space and opportunities to re-visit and reflect on experiences. Multi-sensory, first-hand experiences help children to connect and enquire about the world. Appreciating diversity and multiple perspectives enriches ways of thinking, being, and understanding.


Drawing- across the year our children will have opportunities to mark make with a variety of tools on a very large scale. 
Painting- investigate with chunky brushes, nature brushes.  Explore using different sized brushes and rollers with poster paint, messy mark making tray.
Printing- Create smaller scale printing, roll tyres walk in paint wearing wellies jump, walk, run. 
Malleable and sculpture-  use pincer scissors to snip.
Threading cotton reels, cards. 
Threading cards, large objects, large beads. threading on to chopsticks, wooden rings onto kitchen roll holder. 
Progress to using simple tools to manipulate rolling pins, stamps, large cutters when using playdough. 
Explore Stickle bricks, Duplo, people and animals. 
Use smaller finger movements beginning to develop and use the pincer grip for emergent drawing, tweezers- different sized objects of differing shape, size, texture, pasta of different shapes, gears.
