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GUIDANCE

INTRODUCTION
Fulwell Juniors supports cycling as a means to get to and from school as long as pupils maintain their bikes in a good, roadworthy condition and cycle safely.
To ensure the safety of all pupils and staff, on entering school grounds, pupils must dismount from their bicycles and walk them to the cycle rack located at the rear of the North yard. It is the child’s responsibility to lock their bike to the provided bike rack 
The prime responsibility for transporting pupils to and from school rests with parents, not the School. As school travel does not occur within ‘school hours’ or on school premises and as it does not involve supervision by school staff, the School does not accept any legal liability for any accident or injury that occurs while pupils are riding to and from school. 
The decision as to whether a child is competent to cycle to and from school rests solely with the parents. Parents are advised to take out appropriate insurance cover as the School’s insurance does not cover road accidents, loss, or damage to bicycles on, or off, the premises.
We would also recommend that parents ensure that their child has followed appropriate bicycle training or a similar safety course before riding to and from school.

In the interest of health and safety, the school recommends that pupils who have been granted permission to bring their bicycle to school always wear an approved bicycle safety helmet when riding their bike. 
Pupils who wish to bring their bicycles to school must collect the “Fulwell Junior School Cycle & Scooter Policy” and “Bicycle Rules” from the School Office and have the “FJS Permission Note” signed by the appropriate Parent/Carer.
The school requires support from parents to make their child aware of the School Bicycle Policy 
and the safety reasons supporting the policy. 


CYCLE/SCOOTER RULES 
1. No pupil is allowed to bring a bicycle on to the School Site unless a Bicycle Permission Form has been completed by a Parent/Carer.
2. Bicycles brought to school by pupils must only access the school via their normal school gate entrance.
3. Within the School, cycling is not permitted, and pupils must dismount and push their bicycles sensibly and carefully within school grounds.
4. Bicycles brought to school must be in a good, safe working order. 
5. Bicycles used in the winter months should be equipped with appropriate front and rear lights, before being brought onto school grounds. 
6. Bicycles are to be stored/attached to the cycle rack with an appropriate bicycle lock supplied by the bicycle owner. 
7. Bicycles and safety helmets are brought and stored on school grounds entirely at the owner’s risk. 
8. Parents will be notified if pupils do not adhere to the School’s Bicycle Policy. This may lead to the pupil being refused entry with their bicycle to school grounds. 
9. Any pupils riding dangerously on public footpaths or public roads, being disrespectful to others on the way to school, or when leaving school, may also lead to the being refused entry with their bicycle to school grounds.
10. Bicycles should not be left on school grounds overnight.
N.B. it is highly recommended that pupils always wear a cycle helmet when riding
