Dear Parents / Carers,

Annual Residential Visit to Derwent Hill – Expressions of Interest

Every year, the children in Year 5 get an opportunity to enjoy a full week residential course at the City of Sunderland flagship outward bound centre in the Lake District, Derwent Hill. This is a visit that is always extremely popular with our children and it remains one of the great memories they take away from their time at Fulwell Junior School. 

Children get to experience a broad range of outward bound activities, from fell-walking and rope climbing to gorge walking and orienteering. It is physically challenging but gives children a fantastic sense of self-worth and achievement afterwards.

We normally secure what is known as an ‘exclusive booking’; this means we are able to offer every child in the Year group the opportunity to take part, and we get to use the centre’s full facilities without having to share with another school, but we need to get expressions of interest from our  Year 5 children to establish the potential numbers.

We have secured the week commencing Monday 20th June in the Summer Term. The cost of the week will be £281.00 per child but this fee includes all board and lodgings, outward bound equipment and the full services of the brilliant staff. 

Please discuss this opportunity with your child; the responses we get back will form the basis of our final committed numbers to Derwent Hill so you should ONLY commit if you are absolutely sure your child will definitely want to go. Derwent Hill will hold us to those numbers from a financial standpoint and we WILL be charged the full fee if you later inform us that your child doesn’t want to participate. 


All children, irrespective of their ability, physical limitations or medical situation, are given the opportunity to participate in full and they receive 100% support from our own staff and the Centre staff in ensuring the event is a fantastic experience for everyone. 
You should still, however, give reasonable consideration to the physical elements of the course – children are expected to walk long distances over what can, occasionally, be difficult terrain, often in poor weather - they are encouraged to push themselves beyond their comfort zones. We will therefore take the response you provide here as your definitive answer as to whether they are likely to take part or not. Please do NOT tick the ‘yes’ box if there is a vague possibility your child will change their mind nearer the date.
