Spelling Homework
This week, our spelling rule is words with the prefixes il-, un-, in-, mis- and dis-. Your child will be tested on a different set of 5 words that follow this rule.
When we do our spelling test on these words, we will only read the root word. Children will have to use the correct prefix (for example, we will read “correct” for children to write the spelling “incorrect”; we will read “like” for children to write the spelling “dislike”).
Common Exception Words – Your child will also be tested on address, answer, possession, busy and business from our year 3/4 list.
