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Step 2.

· Child will be put on the SEND Monitoring List IF THE AREA OF CONCERN FALLS INTO ONE OF THE 4 BROAD AREAS of NEED for SEND. Parents will be contacted and asked in for teacher to share concerns and current support.  A target for home could be set at this point if appropriate.     
· Progress will be monitored. If progress is not seen/less than expected, despite provisions put in place after approx. 1 more term, move to Step 3.
Fulwell Junior School and Together for Children, are aware of the increase in requests/need for Emotional Support.  
This support may be required and given immediately.

Step 3.
· Parents invited in to discuss their child’s move onto the SEND Reg and the provision they will receive in school. *SENDCo will be present at the meeting. 
· Pupil added to SEND Reg in appropriate area of need.
· A One Page Profile will be created.  
· SEND Support Plan will be created. 
· Ranges Documents will continue to be USED as a working document and annotated accordingly to ensure appropriate Range and level of support.
· Parents invited in to discuss progress on a termly basis Parent Consultation Review (PCR).
· Progress will be monitored.  If further support is needed, move to Step 4.






Step 1. 
[bookmark: _Hlk178583266]Scenario 1: A member of staff, parent or pupil themselves has concerns about a child NOT on the SEND Register.
  
Scenario 2: The pupil is already on the SEND Register, but begins to present challenging issues/behaviour, which cannot be supported with previous provisions. In either scenario, follow the process below.

· Concerns raised by Class Teacher (and other Staff as/if appropriate) will be passed to SENDCo/Behaviour Lead/Mental Health Lead, along with annotated Ranges Document relating to the area of need, if relevant. 

· SENDCo/Behaviour Lead/Mental Health Lead to meet with Class Teacher to discuss possible support/further actions required.  

· Progress in area of need monitored, after a period of further support (approx. ½ term).  If no/little progress is seen, move to Step 2.

Step 4.
· Ranges Documents will continue to be used and annotated.
· External agencies often become involved.  Use advice from them to inform SMART Targets.
· SENDCo to attend at least 1 annual review meeting for Range 3+ pupils.
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
