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Autumn Half-Term 4 in Year 5Science
Maths
English

We will explore the exciting topics of electricity and materials through practical investigations and scientific enquiry. Pupils will learn about electrical appliances, circuits, conductors, and insulators, while also investigating the properties and uses of different materials. Through hands-on experiments and group discussions, children will develop their observation, prediction, and problem-solving skills. Our lessons will encourage curiosity and scientific thinking while building key vocabulary and confidence in planning, carrying out, and explaining investigations.

We will explore key mathematical concepts including place value, addition and subtraction, measurement and area, and multiplication and division. Pupils will develop their understanding through practical activities, problem-solving tasks, and real-life investigations that build confidence and fluency in maths. They will practise using formal and mental calculation methods, compare and order numbers, measure length, mass, and capacity, and explore area through hands-on learning. 

We will explore a range of exciting genres and text types, including Street Child, myths and legends, recounts and diary entries, and letters. Pupils will develop their reading, writing, and speaking skills through creative activities inspired by these themes. They will write diary entries and recounts from different characters’ perspectives, compose persuasive and informal letters, and explore the features of myths and legends through storytelling and drama activities. Our lessons will focus on key literacy skills, including descriptive language, punctuation, paragraphing, sequencing events, and using ambitious vocabulary. These activities will strengthen both creative and technical writing skills while encouraging imagination, confidence, and enthusiasm for storytelling and communication.


French 


	Pupils will learn to describe themselves and others, and say what they and others have using simple vocabulary and sentence structures.

Pupils will explore computing systems and networks, learning how technology and digital devices work together. They will also develop creative skills through creating media, using digital tools to design, edit, and present their own content.

Computing






 Pupils will explore the artwork of L. S. Lowry, focusing on mood, scale, perspective, and pencil techniques. They will also study textiles inspired by Vincent van Gogh and Paul Smith, developing creative design and artistic skills through a range of practical activities.

In DT, we will design and create Victorian Christmas cards, exploring traditional patterns, colours, and decorative techniques while developing their creativity and artistic skills.

This term, pupils will develop their instrumental performance skills through learning to play the recorder and clarinet. They will explore rhythm, pitch, and musical notation while building confidence in performing individually and as part of a group.

Pupils will explore important PSHE topics including online safety, rules and responsibilities, positive friendships, hurtful behaviours, and respecting similarities and differences. Through discussions, role-play, and reflective activities, children will develop their understanding of safe and respectful relationships, kindness, teamwork, and making positive choices both online and offline. These lessons will help pupils build confidence, empathy, resilience, and respect for themselves and others.

In our geography unit, we will develop their locational knowledge by exploring both human and physical geography. They will learn about continents, countries, landscapes, climates, and natural features, as well as how humans shape and interact with different environments. Through map work, investigations, and discussions, pupils will build their understanding of the world and develop key geographical skills and vocabulary.
















RE

	Year 4’s topic unit is the Victorians. Pupils will explore the Victorian era, learning about daily life, schools, homes, jobs, inventions, and entertainment during the reign of Queen Victoria. They will investigate the differences between rich and poor, the lives of Victorian children, and the impact of the Industrial Revolution on Britain. Through research, discussions, role-play, and practical activities, pupils will develop their understanding of how life in Victorian Britain changed over time and how it compares to life today.

Pupils will explore stories and beliefs within Christianity and Judaism, focusing on David and the Psalms in Christianity, as well as the importance of Christmas in Judaism and Christianity. Through discussion, reflection, and creative activities, children will develop their understanding of different faiths, beliefs, traditions, and values, while learning to respect similarities and differences between religions.

History


Pupils will develop their skills in basketball, invasion games, and swimming, focusing on teamwork, coordination, movement, and game strategies. In swimming lessons, children will build water confidence and improve their technique, stamina, and safety skills. Through a range of activities and team games, pupils will enhance their physical fitness, resilience, cooperation, and understanding of fair play.
