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Spring Half-Term 4 in Year 5Science
Maths
English

Pupils will explore living things and their habitats, learning how animals and plants adapt to different environments and how habitats support survival. They will also study animals including humans, investigating life processes, nutrition, skeletons, and the importance of healthy lifestyles. Through practical investigations and scientific enquiry, children will develop their observation, questioning, and problem-solving skills while building confidence in using scientific vocabulary and explaining their ideas.

We will build their understanding of multiplication and division, length and perimeter, fractions, and decimals through practical activities and problem-solving tasks. Pupils will develop confidence using formal and mental calculation methods, measuring accurately, and applying their mathematical skills to real-life situations. Our lessons will focus on reasoning, fluency, mathematical vocabulary, and explaining methods clearly while encouraging resilience and confidence in solving problems independently.


Year 4 will explore a range of engaging texts and genres, including Bill’s New Frock, poems on a theme, information booklets, and the fantasy story The Firework-Maker’s Daughter by Philip Pullman. Through reading, discussion, and creative writing activities, children will explore themes, characters, and language while developing their comprehension and writing skills. Pupils will create their own poems and information booklets, as well as imaginative pieces inspired by fantasy fiction.

 Our lessons will focus on key literacy skills including vocabulary, punctuation, descriptive writing, organisation, and expressing ideas clearly and creatively.

	Pupils will learn to say what they and others do, and describe things while using numbers and simple language structures.

Pupils will develop their understanding of programming and data handling through exploring Programming A and data and information. They will learn how to create and debug simple programs, use logical thinking, and understand how data can be collected, organised, and presented using digital technology.

Computing






 Pupils will explore tessellation inspired by the work of M. C. Escher and Zaha Hadid, developing their understanding of pattern, shape, and design. They will also study colour wheels and tone through the artwork of David Hockney, experimenting with colour mixing, shading, and different artistic techniques to develop their creativity and observational skills.

Year 4 will explore the design and function of water wheels, learning how they generate movement and have been used throughout history. Through practical designing and building activities, children will develop their problem-solving, teamwork, and engineering skills while creating and testing their own models.

Year 4 will develop their musical understanding through listening to a range of music and performing singing rounds. They will explore rhythm, pitch, tempo, and harmony while building confidence in singing and responding to different styles of music.

In Geography, we will develop their place knowledge by studying Brazil and the Amazon Rainforest, exploring both human and physical geography. They will learn about rivers, rainforests, climate, wildlife, and the ways people live and work within these environments. Through map work, research, and investigations, pupils will develop their geographical skills and understanding of how natural environments and human activity are connected.



Pupils will explore important PSHE topics including expectations, community, and staying safe with money. Through discussions and practical activities, children will learn about responsibility, belonging, making sensible choices, and understanding how money can be managed safely and responsibly in everyday life.

	Pupils will consolidate their learning about the Victorian era, revisiting daily life, schools, jobs, inventions, and the differences between rich and poor during the reign of Queen Victoria.

Pupils will explore beliefs and traditions within Judaism and Sikhism, learning about Jesus in Judaism and the significance of Easter Story. Through discussion and reflection, children will develop their understanding of different faiths, values, and celebrations.
