Pupils will explore the topic of sound through a range of practical investigations and scientific enquiries. They will learn how sounds are made through vibrations, how sound travels, and how pitch and volume can change. Children will investigate how different materials affect sound and explore ways to change and control sounds through experiments and hands-on activities. These lessons will develop observation, prediction, and problem-solving skills while building confidence in using scientific vocabulary and explaining scientific ideas clearly.

Pupils will develop their understanding of decimals, money, time, shape, statistics, and position and direction through practical activities and problem-solving tasks. 

They will build confidence applying mathematical skills to real-life situations while developing reasoning, accuracy, and fluency in calculation and measurement.

Pupils will explore a range of exciting texts and poetry, including the play and scripts Hercules, classic poems such as Jabberwocky, If—, and The Tyger, fairy tales, and structured poems including limericks. Through reading, performance, and creative writing activities, children will develop their understanding of language, rhythm, character, and poetic structure while building confidence in speaking, reading, and writing creatively. 

Pupils will also take part in SPaG lessons to develop their spelling, punctuation, and grammar skills and apply these accurately in their writing.

They will learn how to use maps, symbols, and compass directions while developing their understanding of human and physical geography through practical enquiry activities.



Pupils will explore the importance of maintaining a balanced lifestyle, keeping healthy bodies, and understanding drug awareness and safety. Through discussions, scenarios, and practical activities, children will learn about healthy eating, exercise, rest, mental wellbeing, and the impact that harmful substances can have on the body. These lessons will encourage pupils to make positive choices and develop confidence in keeping themselves healthy and safe.

Through research, discussions, and practical activities, children will develop their historical enquiry skills and understanding of how life in Ancient Greece compares to life today.

Pupils will explore important beliefs and practices within Hinduism, Islam, and Buddhism, learning about the role of places of worship and the importance of prayer in different religions. They will compare how people express faith and reflect on the values, traditions, and practices that are important within different religious communities. Through discussion and reflection, children will develop respect, understanding, and appreciation of different beliefs and cultures.
