If your child reads at home at least four times in a week, they will earn a star reader stamp. When they have earned six stamps, your child can choose a special ‘Star Reader’ book to keep!

During this, a child will be named as the class ‘Star of the Week’ and they will be able to take the class bear Honey home for the weekend (please return him by following Tuesday).
