Wednesday 1st July 2026 
Please note that during the city-wide transition day on Wednesday 1st July 2026 you will need to bring 
your children to Beechwood, with drop-off being at 8.40am. Please enter the school via the Glenfield 
Avenue entrance (see map) and wait outside the first red double doors on the left opposite the sports 
pitch. On this occasion, pick up at the end of the day is at 3.25pm in the same location for all three classes. 
Those children who attend breakfast and after school club will be brought to school and picked up by 
members of the Glenfield team.  
 



 

 

 
Please take note of two things: from September, our pickup time will be changing to 3:10 pm, and at the 
end of the day Armstrong class should be collected from the other playground (see map). 
 
Lunches

Medications 
If your child uses any medication e.g. an inhaler/EpiPen/cream, please bring this with you on Wednesday 
1st July and take the item/items to the office. The medication will be retuned at the end of the day. 
 
 
Information and Paperwork 
Following the transition day on Wednesday 1st July 2026, your child will be given an envelope which will 
contain all the relevant paperwork you need to fill in to enable us to register them as a pupil at our school. 
This will also contain permission forms and information regarding medical history and allergies etc. It is 
important this up-to-date information is returned to enable us to keep your children happy and safe.  
 
Please complete the documentation and return to the office by Wednesday 2nd September 2026 when 
your child starts with us. After this, their information will be transferred to our system, and you then be 
able to download and access the MCAS App which we use to communicate with parents as well as pay for 
lunches etc.  
 
If you came for our tour earlier in the year, we gave you a copy of our current Parent Handbook. We are 
working on an updated version which we will be able to share with you in July. In it you will have all the up-
to-date costings and information regarding uniform, lunches, after school provision etc.
