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	Section A  (30 marks)
Shakespeare: Macbeth
Only answer the question on the Shakespeare play Macbeth as this is the play you have studied.  Do not answer any other Shakespeare questions in this section.

The question will be based on a character or theme from the play Macbeth.  You will have an extract from the play to use, and you will need to apply your knowledge of the play as a whole in your extended written response. 

There are an additional 4 marks available for spelling, punctuation and grammar on this question.


Section B (30 marks)
AQA Power and Conflict Poetry Anthology

The question will ask you to compare a named poem (which will be printed for you in the exam paper) to another relevant poem from the Power and Conflict anthology.  This poem will not be printed for you.  You will be expected to remember key quotes and ideas from your chosen poem.  

Section C
Unseen Poetry (32 marks)

The first question will ask you to write about ideas in an unseen poem.  This poem will be printed on the exam paper.  There are 24 marks available.

The second question will ask you to compare the first unseen poem to another unseen poem.  Both poems will be printed for you on the exam paper. There are 8 marks available.
