All children are required to be accompanied by a parent/carer into the school building and 
registered for the session at the main office.  
  
Payments should be made one week in advance on MyChildAtSchool (MCAS).   
  
Payment is required even if your child in unable to attend the session.  
  
We require 2 weeks’ notice if you wish to amend the sessions your child attends or cancel their 
place.  
  
In the event of an emergency, we will try to enable your child to attend   
  
Breakfast Club starts at 7.45am.  Breakfast will be served between 7.45am and 8.15am.   
  
Please ensure your child arrives before 8.15am or they may not be given breakfast.
