Dear Parents / Carers,

Thank you for your support towards our new uniform which was launched in September 2019.  I am sure that you will all agree that our children look really smart.  The uptake was phenomenal across the whole school despite the introduction of the new uniform being compulsory for years 3 and 6 pupils only, so a huge thankyou and well done to all parents / carers and children for your support.   We have had a lot of positive feedback including comments from parents / carers, local community members, plus staff and parents of a local school.  As previously communicated to you and as the year draws to a close, I would like to remind parents / carers of our compulsory uniform requirements for all children for when they return to Grove in February 2020.  

	White short / long sleeved shirt / blouse

	Ink blue v neck jumper / cardigan with purple academy logo – available from National Schoolwear Centre shop only

	Mid grey skirt / trousers 

	Grey socks / tights

	New academy tie - available from National Schoolwear Centre shop only

	Purple check dresses for the summer 

	PE – Full PE kit which consists of  a purple logoed top, navy blue shorts/Skorts  (not cycling shorts ) navy blue jogging bottoms – not leggings can be worn for outdoor PE in cold weather only - available from the National Schoolwear Centre shop 


As you are aware, our 2020 vision for school uniform is an academy logoed blazer for all children and a purple tartan skirt for girls.  We have made a decision to introduce these items from September 2020.  However, we are aware that parents / carers of children in year 4 and year 5 may need to purchase a new logoed academy jumper / cardigan to replace the gold logoed uniform for their children to wear from 17th February 2020.  We are mindful that the introduction of the blazer / tartan skirt is an additional expense.  Therefore, you may wish not to purchase the jumper / cardigan, however, a white school shirt / blouse with the academy tie are compulsory.

We have liasied with the National Schoolwear Centre shop and they have informed us that the academy logoed blazer and purple tartan skirt will be available in February 2020 for those parents who wish to purchase before the compulsory date of September 2020.  

Budgeting
We acknowledge that providing your children with school uniform is expensive, particulary when there are more than one sibling in the family.  If you wish to begin saving for this now, please speak to Mrs Darlington (HSLW)  who will be happy to arrange a payment plan for you.  
PE

Pupils in all year groups must bring their PE kit to school each week on a Monday.  This must remain in school for children to use during the week when required and can be taken home on a Friday.

Like most schools and academies, we require children to wear the correct uniform as it identifies children with our academy and also promotes a strong academy identity.  Children look smart, feel equal and it gives them a sense of belonging.  All items of uniform (including coats, shoes, bags, water bottles) must be clearly labelled with your child’s name.  We carry out daily uniform checks and where children attend school without the correct uniform, sanctions will be applied in line with our current behaviour policy.
