Dear Parents / Carers,

As you are aware, safeguarding is of paramount importance to us all.  Our staff have a deep understanding of their roles and responsibilities and are fully equipped to safeguard your children.  As part of our safeguarding, it is extremely important that we have up to date and accurate information in our academy for you and your child.  It is essential that contact telephone numbers are always up to date so that we are able to contact you / your nominated persons in any situation that should arise within the academy day.  We also use a text messaging service to relay information to parents / carers so it is vital that we have your correct mobile phone number for this. 


To ensure that there is clear communication between our academy and home, please check that the information which is shown on the data collection sheet(s) enclosed with this letter is up to date and accurate.  If anything is not correct or out of date, please change the details, sign the sheet and return to the academy by Thursday 24th October 2019.  All nominated contacts must have an address and telephone number noted against their details.  
It is a minimum requirement that we have 2 named contacts listed on every child’s records.  If you are the only named contact on the enclosed data collection sheet, please ensure that another contact is added to this form.

If all information on the data sheet is accurate, please sign the data sheet and return to the academy, again by Thursday 24th October 2019.
Also, you may have seen or read about the ongoing situation with schools / academies funding in the news recently.  I am writing to ask for your support in trying to raise additional funding for our academy.

We are asking all parents / carers to complete the Free School Meal form overleaf. This is irrespective of whether you believe your child is eligible for free school meals or not. 
This process is so important to us because, if your child is eligible, even if only for a very short period, our academy receives £1,320 Pupil Premium funding into the school budget for the next 6 years. As you can imagine, this funding makes a significant difference to the opportunities we can offer to the children.  It is more important than ever that we know the number of pupils for whom we can claim Pupil Premium funding to provide the best resources and education for the children.
Please complete and return the Free School Meal form along with your completed data collection sheet and we shall do the rest.
We also receive funding for children for whom one or both of their parents is serving in the regular armed forces or has previously served in the past 6 years.  If you meet this criteria, please let us know by writing in your child’s communication diary.  Please note - Service personnel with children in state schools in England only have until 16 January 2020 to notify schools of their children’s eligibility for the Service Pupil Premium (SPP).
