In conjunction with our Health and Safety policy and our Illness and Injury policy Little Valers aims to have a safe and inclusive environment for all children. All information regarding children with medical conditions will be recorded on the registration form and kept in personal files and on display for all staff to see. 

It is the policy of Little Valers Pre-school not to administer medication to the children in our care as we are in operation for only three hours a session. If a child is in need of medication within this time it is suggested that they remain at home. 

However with the following exceptions:-

· Children needing inhalers for asthma will be assisted in using these if necessary

· Children needing cream for severe eczema will be assisted to apply this to exposed areas, for example on the child’s hands after washing. Staff will wear disposable gloves to assist.

· Potentially life saving treatment for anaphylactic shock and other severe allergic reactions, where the epi-pen or similar is provided in advance by parents, will be administered


In all of the above cases a ‘permission to administer medication form’ will be completed and signed by the parent prior to medicine being administered.

In conjunction with the EYFS (2012) medication needs to be prescribed by a doctor, dentist, nurse or pharmacist and should be provided by the parent/ carer with clear instructions, clearly labelled and provided in its original packaging.

Staff administering the medication would have undertaken the paediatric first aid training and hold a current up to date certificate.  They will be shown by the parent how to administer the medication to the individual needs of the child.

Each treatment will be recorded and signed for by the member of staff administering the medication, and parents will be required to sign to say they have been informed when medication has been given 

All medication will be stored in an unlocked cupboard in the main pre-school room, out of reach of children.

Staff are expected to declare if they are taking any medication that may impair their practices with the children.
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
