School staff will accept no responsibility
Boys shoes MUST be school shoes and not trainers for the safe keeping of watches or jewellery.

We do not encourage excesses of fashion and ask parents to ensure all haircuts are
sensible for example, no mohicans, tramlines or shaved patterns. Hair should be neat
and tidy and worn with no extremes of style or colour or beaded. Any hair accesso-
ries such as clips, slides or headbands should be minimalistic.
