Maths


We will be embedding and adding to our knowledge of fractions and time. Within fractions, we will identify and find ½, ¼, 2/4, ¾ and 1/3 of shapes and numbers. This will be a chance for the pupils to continue their division work. We’ll also be looking at time this half term which is an important skill taught within Y2. Within time, we will be learning to tell the time to 5-minute intervals.

Alongside this, we will also continue our work on Mastering Number, aiming to becoming increasingly fluent and confident in this area.
Science


In science we be exploring Plants. This will involve studying plants alongside the practical element of growing plants in different environments. We will observe and record how these grow and learn about what plants need to survive.  

We will also explore the life and professional career of botanist Agnes Arber. She was the first woman botanist to be elected a Fellow of the Royal Society for her work in the field and encouraging the next generation of botanists.




English

In English some of us will continue to focus on our Phonics and others of us will focus on other key reading skills in our reading lessons, reading The Butterfly Lion by Michael Morpurgo.

In our writing, we will use the story The Building Boy to inspire our creative writing. In our grammar lessons, we will be focussing on using conjunctions, adjectives and noun phrases as well as similes and using feelings. 

Our non-fiction writing will use Big Cats as inspiration to write a non-chronological report.




What can you do at home?
Practice telling the time to 5 minute intervals on an analogue clock. This is an important step in the curriculum and one where regular practice is needed. Encourage your child to play on Numbots and Times Table Rockstars and read as much as you can – don’t forget there are golden tickets/beads available for each read at home.

What can you do out and about?
Look at the plants around you and name some of these. Always a good game when walking around the local area.
Talk about the architecture you see all around you. Could you research a local architecture?


			Art.

In Art, we will be focussing on sculpture and 3D models, learning techniques to build clay houses. This unit will teach pupils how to shape and decorate clay. Whilst giving opportunities to create a pinch pot, design and make a clay tile with house features. It emphasises practical skills in working with clay and applying artistic techniques in a structured project.
History 

In History, we will be looking at reigning female monarchs. Britian has a great history of strong female leaders and it’s a topic that bring great conversation to the classroom. As part of this, we will learn about Queen Elizabeth II and her national and international achievements. Whilst also focusing on what impact these monarchs have on society today.
PSHE
In PSHE we are looking at Health and Wellbeing. This will allow pupils to understand the effect of physical activity on their body and mind, describe energetic physical activities that they enjoy and describe the positive effects of relaxation and know there are different ways to relax.
Know how to use breathing exercises to relax. Whilst learning about how to keep healthy and boost our mental and physical wellbeing.

RE
In RE our focus switches back to Islam. Within this unit we will be visiting a local Mosque. Whilst also learning about the prophet Muhammad a man chosen by Allah to be his messenger. The Prophet Muhammad is a key person for Muslims. Born and raised in Makkah, Saudi Arabia, he was chosen by Allah (God) to be his messenger. The words Allah gave to Muhammad were later written down and became the Holy Qur’an.
























Spanish
In Spanish we are looking at Spanish vocabulary surrounding the seasons. This is important foundational understanding of Spanish for them to take through the school.
We will practice our enunciation of these words and will begin saying phrases too. 
Children will be encouraged to try to remember new words and phrases and will participate in listening and speaking games.


    
PE
In PE we will be practising sending and receiving skills and fitness.

We will continue to talk about the benefits of physical exercise to the body and the mind as part of this.

As well as this, 2RB, will begin Commando Joe’s as part of PE lessons, learning key team work skills.

Music
In Music, we will be learning the song ‘Swing-a-long with Shostakovich/ Charlie Chaplin’.

We will continue to develop listening and appraising skills and well as our knowledge of the orchestra, rhythm and pulse. Whilst also building the children’s foundational musical vocabulary.
Computing
In computing we will be moving onto using stop motion software, create media. This will give pupils opportunities to Create a flip book animation, take clear, in-focus photographs using a digital camera and create stop motion animations with small changes between images.
