In English this half term, we will be using the hook ‘Lila and the Secret of Rain’

as a model text to help ws write a non-chronological report .about the weather. P-\B(j
This text originates from Africa and will expose the children to a text from
another culture. This will link to our topic of ‘Wonderful Weather’, mhere we mill
learn about weather patterns .and different types of weather. We will be focusing
on using question marks, and using the suffixes -ing, -ed and -est. Throuwghout
the unit we will also learn how to write o haiku .about the weather. By the end
of the unit, children will bhe able to write their own non-chronological report
ahbout a weather type .of their choice.

In maths, we will finish .our work on place value within 20, hefore mowring onto
looking at addition .and subtraction within 20. We will he focusing .on different [2+3:5A]
strategies to add and subtract numbers wup to 20, for example, by using

knowledge of number bhonds and place value. We will also continue to look .at
length and height and mass and volume throughout the half term. Towards the
end of the half term, we will move onto looking at place value mwithin 50.

We will be .completing a unit on seasonal changes, which links to our ‘Wonderful
Weather’ topic. We will spend time ohserving daily weather patterns through
making rain gauges and .other types of weather xvanes. This is .an important skill %@ﬂ
as it allows children to ohserve owver time .and make predictions, .as well .as %“
In PSHE, we will complete the unit, ‘Changing Me'. This unit looks at how we
change from a hoby to .an adult, as well as lifecycles of humans .and animals. &EQI\@]
We will also learn the .correct names for different parts of our hody.

We .are learning ahout the key .concept of salvation through the .question: ‘Why
was Jesus greeted like .a celebrity on Palm Sunday? Ln this unit, we will learn ‘ﬂ
the key parts of the Palm Sunday story and consider how we would greet an Cét
important person .at ouwr school. We will .also understand the Easter story and
link the importance of this to how Jesus waos greeted on Palm Sunday.

In PE, we will complete two units, one on gymnastics .and the other .on dance.
We will work on creating sequences through .a .combination of trovelling, @®
halancing and rolling. E 4

In Geography this half term, we will he able to locate the four countries of the [@]

United Kingdom and Euwrope on .o .map. We will learn the four compass points
and be able to locate different features .around the classroom. We will wse our
knowledge of the UK to locate different weather patterns .and understand that not
everywhere has the same type of weather. We will locate Edinburgh, Cardiff,
Belfast .and London on a map of the UK.

We will complete a unit on creating digital imagery by planning .o pictorial story
using digital images. Ln this, we will learn how to take clear photos using a
device, edit photos by cropping and resizing and identify w.ays to improve
photos.
