History ()

In our History lessons we will be
exploring how I make history. This
will involve looking at childhoods in
the past and present. We will also

look at significant life events.

Music islt.
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In Music we will be learning about
what ‘pulse’ and 'rhythm’ mean. We
will use our voices, bodies and
instruments to create simple
rhythms, play in time with the music
and describe music we listen to.

Science Q

In our Science lessons we will be
learning about the human body and
identifying the names of different
body parts. We will also be talking
about the 5 senses and which body
part is associated with each sense.

We will start to think about
working scientifically and
answering scientific questions.

In Art we will be focusing on our
drawing skills to draw spirals. We will
experiment with chalk, pencil, oil
pastels and pens. We will learn about
observational drawing and even take
our drawing skills outside!

Computing
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In our Computing lessons we will be
learning about technology around
us. We will identify different
types of technology, learn about
the different parts of a computer
and begin to use a keyboard and
mouse.
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PSHE

In PSHE we will be exploring family and relationships.
We will look at different families, friendship problems,
emotions, stereotypes and working with others.

During our Maths sessions, we will develop our
knowledge through lots of practical and some written

We will:

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it
