Our, Ethos, Vision and Values

The School Ethos
The school’s ethos develops in the way in which we as a community approach our work. It is shaped and formed in the daily interaction between children, staff, parents and governors and deliberately guided through our vision, values and policies.

Our Vision
To prepare our children to reach their full potential in a modern, evolving and diverse world.
Our Values
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ORGANISATION, CURRICULUM, ASSESSMENT AND TEACHING METHODS
The school is organised into stages – Foundation, Key Stage 1 and Key Stage 2.  The staff in each group plan their work closely together from agreed long and short term plans to ensure continuity and progression throughout the school; leaders of the different curriculum subjects monitor teaching and learning regularly to ensure that this is the case. 
Within each classroom the teacher will use a variety of individual, group and whole class teaching techniques appropriate to the purpose in hand. 
On occasion, and where teachers deem it appropriate, classes will be grouped by ability for some aspects of the curriculum.  

The Curriculum
At Hanslope Primary School our close links with the local community play an important role in the design and intent of our curriculum. We aim to provide our pupils with a broad and balanced education where opportunities for exploration and outdoor learning are naturally used alongside carefully planned and cross-curricular units of work. Children are taught and encouraged to have a growth mind-set. Personal, Social and Health Education is provided to help us ensure that our pupils are equipped to be able to fulfil their full potential and develop as good citizens who are aware of their responsibilities to others within the school, their family and society. The mental health and wellbeing of our pupils is of paramount importance and we provide regular opportunities for the children to develop their emotional literacy.
We believe that education, at home and at school, is a route to moral, social, cultural, spiritual, physical and mental development, and thus the well-being of the individual. Education should also reaffirm our commitment to the virtues of truth, justice, honesty and sense of duty. The work of the school supports British Values, which are defined by the Government as: democracy, the rule of law, individual liberty, mutual respect and tolerance of those with different faiths and beliefs.

The Early Years Foundation Stage 
From September 2021 we have been following the new Early Years Foundation Stage (EYFS) Framework. The EYFS curriculum gives children the broad range of knowledge and skills that provide the right foundation for good future progress through school and life. There are seven areas of learning and development

Communication and language
Physical development
Personal, Social and Emotional Development

Specific Areas
Literacy
Mathematics
Understanding the World
Expressive Arts and Design 
Each week children participate in a range of indoor and outdoor activities which are carefully planned around a theme in order to cover all of these areas of learning.
Key stages 1 and 2 (Years 1 – 6)
In Years 1-6, the National Curriculum (revised version implemented in September 2014) is taught throughout the school and covers the following subjects:
· English
· Maths
· Science
· Geography
· History
· Computing
· Design Technology
· Physical Education
· Modern Foreign Language (MFL)
· Music
· Art
· PSHE
· Religious Education
· British Values
English is taught daily (lessons are usually in the morning). Children receive lessons which specifically teach the key skills of: phonics (using a systematic synthetic phonics scheme), reading, spelling, grammar and writing which are appropriate to each individual. Children have opportunities to practise their reading and writing skills regularly across the curriculum. Daily reading at home is encouraged. We also develop children’s speaking and listening skills with the use of Talk Partners, group discussions and drama. 
Maths is also taught daily (usually in the mornings). Children learn the key skills of arithmetic, shape and measure and data handling. They are encouraged to develop their maths knowledge through practical activities, discussion and exploration. Arithmetic skills are developed in a progressive manner in accordance with the Maths Policy to ensure that pupils become fluent. Application of maths skills across the curriculum, offers children opportunities to practise their reasoning and problem skills in an appropriate manner. 
Across the school, children are encouraged to develop as scientists by asking questions and exploring the world around them. Progressive units of study ensure that children are taught the knowledge and understanding that they need to prepare them for their next stage. There is a focus on pupils developing the key skills of scientific study and children are given regular opportunities to experiment and investigate.
The school takes a creative approach to teaching and learning which offers opportunities for pupils to practise and consolidate their knowledge and understanding of basic skills across the different curriculum areas. By reinforcing prior learning at the start of each new topic across the curriculum, pupils are given the opportunity to commit their knowledge and understanding to long term memory. Regular assessment, including assessment for learning ensures that teachers and pupils are able to identify and address any gaps and misconceptions which may exist before moving on.
All subjects are taught to every year group, except MFL which is taught in our Key Stage 2 classes; the current language of choice is French. Other year groups may access less formalised language learning opportunities via topic work.
All teaching and learning is underpinned by British Values: Rule of Law, Democracy, Individual Liberty and Mutual Respect / Tolerance.
Computing has become, and continues, to be integral to our teaching, whether it is being taught as a discrete unit or whether it is being used to enhance or facilitate learning.
Sport plays an important part in our school through:
· The programme of lessons built into our Physical Education scheme of work. Each class has two hours of PE per week. In Key Stage 2, pupils have a block of swimming lessons. Additionally, there are extra-curricular activities, of which the school offers a wide range
The school keeps up to date with the range of sporting opportunities available in the local area by working in partnership with parents, coaches, local sports clubs, local school sports associations and other networks.
Assembly

Assembly is an important part of the school day at Hanslope Primary School. There is a planned programme of assemblies for the year, which are based on whole school values and which also encompass religious celebrations and festivals across a range of faiths appropriate to our cohort. We also consider the impact of different inspirational people. Pupils are encouraged to reflect on these themes throughout the week.

Whole school assemblies take place on Mondays and Fridays every week. There are also key stage assemblies and singing assemblies.

Assessment
At Hanslope Primary School, we believe that effective assessment is an integral part of teaching and learning, providing evidence to inform our teaching through formative and summative methods. It is a continuous process in which both teacher, pupil and the wider school community are active and effective participants. Regular assessment not only informs parents and teachers of each pupil’s current attainment, but it also identifies gaps in learning and enables teachers to plan for next steps for the pupils. 
Children’s progress is monitored by all staff in their day to day class work. The aim of the curriculum is to deepen children’s understanding of the different subject areas and where appropriate to provide stretch and challenge which enables pupils to master the objectives being taught. Challenge can be provided in different ways including: differentiated work, extension tasks, and group work. 
We use formative assessment as a tool to periodically assess the different curriculum areas, especially mathematics, science, reading and writing. This enables teachers to track pupils' progress from Year 1 through to the end of Year 6 and use diagnostic information about pupils' strengths and weaknesses. 

In addition to this, we use Summative Assessment. This is primarily testing and provides a ‘snapshot’ of each child’s achievements. Testing of children takes two forms: tests devised by teaching staff at the end of units of work or regular tests, such as spelling or times tables, and a program of nationally standardised tests, including optional and statutory SATs, the Phonic Screen Check (end of Year 1) and the Multiplication Tables Check (end of Year 4). 

At the end of each term, teachers will use both formative and summative assessments to assess each child in reading, writing, maths and science. We use this information to analyse progress and attainment of classes and of individual children. Progress and attainment are reported to parents at parents’ evenings and are recorded on end of year reports. Teachers are always available to discuss any queries relating to a pupil’s attainment and progress with parents after school. 

Ongoing assessment is an integral part of the learning and development process in the Foundation stage. Each of the seven areas of learning have their own set of Early Learning Goals which provide a well-rounded picture of a child’s knowledge, skills, understanding and abilities. The observation of children participating in everyday activities is the most reliable way to build up an accurate picture of what children know, understand, feel, are interested in and can do, as well as their readiness for Year One.

Parent/Teacher Consultations
Consultation evenings are held in the Autumn and Spring terms and take the form of a ten-minute appointment with your child’s teacher. A further open evening is held in the Summer Term.  This is also an opportunity to meet your child’s new class teacher.  Parents are able to email the class teacher directly or make an appointment to see the class teacher between these more formal sessions.  
Home Learning
At Hanslope Primary School we recognise and acknowledge the important role that parents and carers play in a pupil’s education and the positive impact that learning outside of the classroom can have on child development and progress. For this reason, all pupils at the school are expected to undertake regular home learning activities.

For all pupils this includes daily reading. Reading books are selected from the ‘banded’ book boxes and/or from either of our two libraries; KS2 pupils will choose the appropriate level of book as directed by their class teacher. Pupils in EYFS and KS1 select books which are at the appropriate level for their phonics ability. Regular assessment by the class teacher ensures that pupils move through the book levels at a pace which is right for them and which matches their progress with the development of their reading skills.

Home-School Books include pages where reading activities can be logged and commented upon by the parent/carer and these should be completed daily. We use this information, in conjunction with our ongoing internal assessments, to determine the point at which individuals transition to the next level.

How can I support my child at home? 

Some parents may wish to support their children by helping with research and directing children to resources that can be used. Parents can also give support by providing a work space for children at home and ensuring they manage their time well by working on their home learning for the appropriate time each week. The home learning tasks set need to represent the children’s own work, so parents should provide support and encouragement, but not do the work for the child. 

The best and most important way to support your child’s education is to read with them every day. This means not just hearing them read but sharing stories and reading to them. 

If you have any queries, please do not hesitate to speak to your child’s class teacher
Special Educational Needs (SEND)

We recognise that all our pupils are individuals with different strengths and needs. Sometimes we identify children who have particular learning needs that are not being met through the mainstream curriculum. We support children in different ways with high quality teaching underpinning additional interventions. We maintain a register of children with Special Educational Needs, which helps to ensure children receive the appropriate level of support. The categories on the SEND register are:

School Support – Children who need regular additional support from the teaching staff and potentially other adults from outside agencies, such as Speech and Language Therapists to help them make progress with the school’s curriculum. This could be 1:1 or small group teaching.

Education, Health and Care Plans (EHCP) - Children who have an EHCP are fully integrated into their own class.  They work towards a specially structured education plan which enables them to have full access to the normal curriculum and are supported alongside others by teachers and trained teaching assistants. 

Parents will be informed if their child is on the SEND register. Pupils with identified learning needs will have a Personalised Pupil Plan in place. Their teachers will set termly targets which will be reviewed and shared with parents.

Looked After Children - A designated teacher ensures that all Looked After Children have a personalised Pupil Plan in place. 



Details of Enrichment Activities


Music at Hanslope

Instrumental tuition

Opportunities exist for children to learn to play either a piano, keyboard, guitar, a stringed or woodwind instrument, from Year 3 upwards.  There is a yearly charge for these lessons. For further details, please contact our administration team who will refer you to the appropriate member of staff.

Choir

Children in KS2 have the opportunity to participate in the school choir. The school choir regularly takes part in both local events, and events further afield including Young Voices.

School plays and performances

Each Christmas pupils in EYFS, KS1 and KS2 take part in a school production. At the end of the Summer term, pupils in KS2 are able to take part in the school play. These events give the children an opportunity to showcase their talents and perform in front of an audience.

School visits

A wide range of trips and visits are offered to pupils which aim to enhance the curriculum and engage our pupils. We also include trips to our local area e.g. Salcey Forest and where possible use the school mini bus. Financial support for visits is available for families in receipt of certain benefits.

School visitors

Throughout the school year we aim to invite a range of visitors to speak to the children on a range of topics. Occasionally, these visits may incur a small cost.

Residential opportunities

We offer residential opportunities for pupils in Key Stage 2.  Financial support is available for families in receipt of certain benefits.
Summary of the charging and remissions policy 
The school recognises the valuable contribution that additional activities, trips and residential experiences can make to both a child’s learning and their personal and social development.
There is a policy for such activities which outlines when charges or remissions can be made and where voluntary contributions are generally requested.  
All documentation is available on the website for parents to see and download (find it by clicking on ‘Parents’ then ‘Policies’).

INFORMATION ABOUT SCHOOL UNIFORM
All students are expected to wear their uniform with pride, to and from school and during the school day.
The school requires every child to be dressed in the following uniform. All items of clothing should be clearly marked with the child’s name.

· Polo shirt – white or light blue with collar
· Pullover or school sweatshirt – navy
· School Shoes (not boots) – plain black
· Summer dress/shorts (not compulsory)

· Pinafore dress or Uniform Skirt – grey or black
· Long or short uniform trousers – grey or black
· Polo shirt or blouse – white or light blue with collar
· Pullover, cardigan or school sweatshirt – navy (red in Yr 6)
· Summer dress – blue gingham or striped (this item is not compulsory)
· Shoes (not boots) – without heels, plain black 
· Headbands – black or navy blue
PE Kit
· Plain black or navy shorts
· Navy blue T-shirt
· Plimsolls and trainers
· Plain (dark) tracksuit (winter only) – (Not Foundation Stage)
· We ask that earrings are not to be worn on PE days.*
All kit must be marked with the child’s name.  The PE kit comes into school on a Monday and will be sent home on a Friday.

Long hair must be tied up in a ponytail at all times with a simple hairband - no large bows or flowers*  (*This is a Health & Safety precautionary measure)
Additional uniform requirements 

Foundation Stage Pupils – In the bottom of the PE bag please place a carrier bag containing a spare set of school clothes in case your child has an accident or gets wet while playing.



Outdoor Learning Clothing 

Children in Foundation, Year 1 and Year 2 - An outdoor learning bag containing a hat, a pair of gloves, waterproof jacket, tracksuit trousers and a warm hoodie /tracksuit top and wellington boots will be required to stay in school.

Items which are not part of school uniform
· Training shoes, fashion shoes, jelly shoes or leisure boots
· Sportswear – e.g. football kit
· Jewellery – except stud earrings. Watch - a simple analogue or digital wrist watch can be worn to school although the school cannot take responsibility for any losses. NO SMART WATCHES CAN BE WORN.
· Nail Varnish – coloured varnish must not be worn.
· No make-up must be worn.
· Hairstyles – pupils are asked to avoid extremes of fashion in either style or colour; any colouring of hair must be of a natural colour.

Book Bags
In Foundation and KS1 your child will need a nylon book bag. 
Your child will be given a book bag when they join the school in the Foundation Stage.



 


Attendance
The Staff and Governors are confident that parents share our wish that all children make the most of their skills, talents and opportunities. Regular attendance at school is vital if we are to achieve this aim. Without regular attendance, the learning process is disrupted and consequently children do not achieve their full potential. 
When children are absent parents should inform the school by letter, via the school app or phone before 9.30 a.m. on the first day of absence and on subsequent days.  We will follow up absences which are not accounted for.  Please keep us informed of the progress of the illness and the likely length of absence. If we are not informed of the reason for absence the register is marked as an ‘unauthorised absence’.
From September 1st 2013, changes were made to Government legislation regarding taking holidays during term time. Schools are now no longer able to authorise absence for family holidays. 
At Hanslope School we expect every pupil’s attendance to be above 95%. Therefore, we actively discourage parents from taking holiday leave during term time and all holiday requests will be unauthorised. Whilst the school fully understands that holidays can be cheaper during term-time, the long term cost to pupils may well be considerably greater than any short term financial savings. However, absence for participation in sporting events, family events (e.g. weddings of a very close family member, religious celebrations, graduations etc.) and for compassionate reasons will be considered on an individual basis and may be authorised. 
Parents will be notified if attendance falls below 95% - Holiday absence in term time, poor school attendance and/or punctuality, together with 10 or more unauthorised days of absence, could incur a fixed penalty fine. Unauthorised absence from school may result in legal action being taken.
Missing Children - If a child does not come to school for two weeks without prior arrangement from the parents/carers, he/she will be presumed ‘missing’ and the school will notify the authority.

INFORMATION ABOUT ROUTINE ARRANGEMENTS FOR ARRIVAL AND DEPARTURE FROM SCHOOL
For all children the gates will open to Salcey playground or the All-Weather Pitch at 8.40am and a whistle will be blown at 8.45am to signal for the children to line up. Children will then be walked to their classes by a member of staff. A teacher or teaching assistant will be in the classroom. Please do not arrive on the playground before 8.35am. Doors will remain open until 8.50am. The first teaching session begins at 9.00am.
Foundation Class should be collected at 3.10pm. All other children should be collected at 3.15pm by someone they are expecting. 
At 3.15pm, the end of the school day, children may be collected by parents or other responsible assigned person, teachers go out onto the All-Weather pitch or Salcey playground at the end of the school day. Those who have parental consent are able to walk home independently. If nobody is on the playground at the end of the school day, children should return to the teacher on the playground. Any change to this daily routine should be reported via the school office by phone or via the child’s home school book.

8:45am Whistle blown for children to line up and staff to walk children into school. 
8.55am: School day officially begins, followed by registration – the gates will be closed and any late children will have to report to the school office.
9.00am - 10.30am: Teaching sessions

10.30am - 10.45am: KS2 Break time
10.45am - 12.00: Teaching sessions continue
12.00 - 1.00pm: Lunch break
1.00pm: Afternoon registration. Teaching sessions resume
3:05pm School Gates open for parents to wait on Salcey Playground or the All-Weather Pitch for their child to be brought to them.
3.10pm: School day ends for Foundation Stage 
3.15pm School day ends for Years 1-6
3:20 pm The gates will be closed and locked.


Late collection of pupils 
In the event of you not being able to collect your child on time at the end of the school day, due to unforeseen circumstances, there is a choice of 2 procedures which you can follow:
1. Make arrangements with another parent to collect your child, advising the school by phone of the name of the adult.
2. Contact the school by phone, advising us of the time at which you are likely to be at the school and your child will be escorted to the main school reception area and can be collected from this point. On entry to the main reception, please ensure you speak to a member of staff before taking your child off the premises.
If you know that you will be late collecting your child on a regular basis, then please arrange for appropriate after school care (see the section on wrap around care for further details).
Wrap Around Care
Breakfast, After School and Holiday Childcare is provided by the Hanslope 326 Club.
Please refer to the school website for sessions timings and costs (click on ‘Parents’ then ‘326 Breakfast Club’ and ‘After School Club’).
School Meals
At Hanslope we are committed to providing our pupils with the knowledge necessary for them to understand the importance of a healthy lifestyle.
Lunches
Children either go home at lunchtime, bring sandwiches or have a school dinner. The school will need to be informed in writing or by phone of any change to your child’s lunchtime arrangements. Children who go home for lunch should not return to the school premises before 12.50pm.
School meals are ordered and paid for online at least 1 week in advance from an outside catering service. Currently, this service is provided by Radcliffe School. If you would like to order your child a hot dinner, when your child has started school you will be issued with log in details to enable you to access the ParentPay website where you can order and pay for your child’s hot dinner.  You must order this by midnight on the Tuesday before the week you want to order for.  For example; to order meals for W/C Monday 4th September you would need to order by midnight on Tuesday 29th August.  Please speak to the administration team for more information or look at the school website under ‘Parents’ then ‘School Lunches’.
As of September 2014, the Government implemented its Universal Infant Free School Meal (UIFSM) programme for all pupils in Foundation, Year 1 and 2. All pupils in these year groups will be entitled to receive a free school meal every day. All other children in the school i.e. Key Stage 2 pupils, will be required to pay for meals unless they are eligible for free school meals as a result of being in receipt of certain benefits. Please speak to the school office for further information should you require it.


Snacks
We encourage all pupils in KS2 to bring a fruit/vegetable snack into school to consume during the mid-morning break. Pupils in EYFS and KS1 receive a daily, free fruit / vegetable snack provided by the Government. 
Water
Pupils in Key Stage 2 are required to bring a non- disposable bottle containing water into school on a daily basis so that they can drink at regular intervals throughout the day in order to remain hydrated. All bottles should be clearly labelled with the child’s name.  Foundation and Key Stage 1 have a water bottle supplied by school.


Cool milk
Until the age of five, all pupils are entitled to free milk. After this, milk can be ordered through Cool Milk (see the website for further details, under ‘Parents’ then ‘School Lunches’).

Arrival and departure by car
Parents are asked to drop children off well away from the school gates.  Please do not drive into school to deliver or collect children. The school car park is for school staff, professional visitors and deliveries only. The school has a policy of not allowing children in the car park unless supervised by school staff.  Please, where possible, use the side streets or lay-by, keeping well clear of the zig-zag lines outside the main entrance.
Summary of How We Manage Behaviour
At Hanslope we believe that children learn best in a happy, safe and caring environment and that it is the responsibility of all staff, pupils, parents and governors to promote this. These responsibilities can be seen in more detail in the school’s Behaviour Policy which can be found on the website under ‘Parents’ then ‘School Policies’. The policy also explains the rewards and sanctions which we use.

Hanslope School Golden Rules:
· Be ready to learn, don’t waste time.
· Move calmly and quietly, don’t make a fuss.
· Make good manners count, don’t be rude.
· Show respect for others, don’t be unkind.
· Be honest, don’t hide the truth.

All pupils are expected to follow the Golden Rules at all times; they receive a daily reward for following these rules. 



Medical care at school
Children who require some form of medical attention during the school day are seen by a qualified first aider.   The school is restricted in what we are allowed to do in the treatment of minor injuries and parents should understand that whatever treatment is given is intended to be purely temporary pending the child's return home.  When a child has a more serious injury or is unwell, then the school will contact the parents, or in the event of an emergency will consult a doctor or hospital. Therefore, it is imperative that the school keeps accurate records of emergency phone numbers where parents or friends can be contacted.
All Department of Health recommendations for exclusions from school for communicable diseases are strictly adhered to including the 48-hour rule for sickness and diarrhoea.
Further details of our policy on the administration of medicine (prescribed only) to pupils is available on request.

Valuables 
The children should not bring valuables, such as mobile telephones or unnecessary money, into school since we are unable to accept responsibility for any damage or loss.  If you would like your child to come into school with a mobile phone you must have prior permission from the Head Teacher and it must be handed to the class teacher in the morning and collected at the end of the school day from the school office.


INFORMATION ABOUT ADMISSIONS


Arrangements for visits from parents considering applying to the school
The school recognises that, due to personal circumstances, parents may be applying for a place at the school at different times during the school year. For ease of management of this process, the school adopts the following procedure:
For September intake, parents should, in the first instance, use the appropriate Open Days to view the school.  Attendees will be given a tour of the school by the Head Teacher or the school’s Administrator. In-year admissions should contact the office to make an appointment. The Head Teacher is happy to meet with any parent on a one-to-one basis at a mutually convenient time should this be required.
Milton Keynes Council is responsible for admissions to our school. The Local Authority sets a limit each year on the number of children who can be admitted at the age of five (Foundation class) and at the age of seven (Year 3). 
Reserved Area:
Each school in Milton Keynes has a reserved area which for us includes all of Hanslope Parish and Castlethorpe Parish at age 8, except Milford Leys, Lincoln Lodge, and Bullington End and Leamington Farm.
Admissions Policy:
In Milton Keynes the admissions policy for all community and voluntary controlled infant, junior and primary schools means that children whose parents complete and submit an application form stating their defined area school as one of their ranked preferences will be given priority consideration.
Children transferring at 7+ (at the end of Year 2) from Castlethorpe Infant School:
Entry is in the September following their 7th birthday. The specific closing date is given each year in the documentation sent to each parent in Year 2 at Castlethorpe School.
Other Admissions:
Although our school provides places in the first instance for children living locally, parents from other areas frequently express a preference for their child to attend Hanslope School. The procedure for admissions from outside the reserved area is set out clearly in the Information for Parents booklet that the Local Authority issues each year. You are asked to note that places can only be offered the term before your child is due to start school. If you live outside Milton Keynes and wish your child to be admitted, then you should contact the Admissions Officer at the address below.
