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1. Scope

This addendum applies until further notice.

It sets out changes and exceptions to our normal behaviour policy. Pupils, parents and staff should continue to follow our normal behaviour policy with respect to anything not covered in this addendum.

We may need to amend or add to this addendum as circumstances or official guidance changes. We will communicate any changes to staff, parents and pupils.

2. Expectations for pupils in school

2.1 New rules
When pupils are in school, we expect them to follow all of the rules set out below, in addition to those in our full behaviour policy, to keep themselves and the rest of the school community safe.
Staff will be familiar with these rules and make sure they are followed consistently. 

Parents should also read the rules and ensure that their children follow the new procedures that have been put in place. Parents should contact Ryan Fensham Brown (Headteacher) if they think their child might not be able to comply with some or all of the rules, so we can consider alternative arrangements with them and support them to integrate back into school life.

Entering and Leaving School

Pupils will enter and leave the school premises at the allocated time for their year group (they should arrive at their allocated entry time):
Yr 2 – 8:45 – 3:10

Yr 1 – 8:50 – 3:05
Foundation – 8:55 – 3:00
Yr 6 – 8:45 – 3:15 - Children straight to outside class door – Rowan

Yr 5 – 8:50 – 3:10 – Children straight to Redwood and Beech outside doors

Yr 3 / 4 - 8:55 – 3:05 – Straight to Hazel, Cedar and Oak outside doors.

Parents and children will only be allowed onto the playgrounds during their 5-minute window and remain on the top half of the two playgrounds, behind the line of cones. Parents should leave the playground as soon their child enters the school.

Key stage 1 and Maple parents will stand distanced on Linford playground to drop off and collect their children. 
Key stage 2 parents will use a one-way system to access Salcey playground, entering through the gate on Western drive and leaving by the gate near the main entrance. On the playground parents and children will.stand in positions which maintain social distancing. A member of the SLT will be on Salcey playground each morning to supervise pupils and ensure that rules regarding social distancing are followed. Pupils not following the rules will be spoken to immediately and their class teacher will be informed. Pupils will maintain their social distancing as they walk to the classroom doors where they will be greeted by the class teacher.

Pupils arriving on the school bus will be collected by school staff in their bubble. They must ensure that they listen carefully to instructions given by the adult and walk into school calmly, maintaining their distanced line as much as possible.

Hygiene, such as handwashing and sanitising

Pupils will be required to wash their hands or use sanitiser at regular points in the day including: on entry into the building, before and after break, before and after lunch. Handwashing will take place in the classrooms with the exception of Hazel Class who will use Willow sink under supervision and Sycamore Class who will use the KS2 bathrooms. Children who fail to comply with the rules regarding hand sanitising / washing will be spoken to and given a warning in line with the school behavior policy. Should a pupil repeatedly fail to comply with the hygiene rules, their parents will be informed and sanctions will be put into place (see below).
Children must take care to follow the rules when sneezing or coughing (‘catch it, bin it, kill it’) and will be reminded to avoid touching their mouth, nose and eyes with their hands.

Pupils are expected to inform the teacher immediately if they are feeling unwell.

Spitting or coughing in the direction of other people will not be tolerated. Pupils must also not pretend to cough and claim that they have Covid which they will spread. In the case of such unacceptable behaviour parents will be informed and pupils may receive an internal or a fixed term exclusion (see below).
Playtimes

All pupils must remain within their year group bubbles at all times and use the designated area for their year group.
Lunchtimes

Pupils will eat their packed lunch in their own space within their classroom. They will be asked to wash their hands before eating. No pupil should leave the classroom to visit the toilet unless they have been given permission by their lunchtime supervisor who will check that children from other bubbles are not in the bathrooms.

Moving around the school

Pupils may only use the designated toilets if they are unoccupied or occupied by children from the same bubble. Use of the toilets in lesson times will be for emergencies only; pupils will be advised of times for their class to use the bathrooms.

Classroom doors will be used to enter and exit the school. 

Movement around the school will be minimised and pupils will not be allowed to walk around the buildings unaccompanied. 
When lining up children will maintain gaps between them so that the line maintains appropriate social distancing.

Equipment

Pupils must use their individual set of equipment as provided by their teacher. Pencil cases from home are not allowed in school. Pupils must not share their equipment with other children. They must inform the teacher if they are lacking a piece of equipment so that a replacement can be provided.

2.2 Rewards and sanctions for following rules

To help encourage pupils to follow the above rules, we will:

Use the range of rewards outlined in the school’s full behaviour policy. The pupils who have remained on green or moved up to Superstar will be rewarded with 5 minutes daily Golden Time. The class teacher will decide when this happens in the school day and what activity the children will be offered.
However, if pupils fail to follow these rules, we will:

Use the sanctions outlined in the school’s full behaviour policy (see the sections on Consequences / Sanctions and Behaviour Beyond Our Normal Expectations.

Use the behaviour ladder for both keystages in the first instance. Pupils moving their name on the traffic lights (KS1) or ladder (KS2) will lose Golden Time in line with policy. In the case of accidental rule breaking, pupils will be given a reminder of the rule and warned about the sanctions that will be imposed should this happen again.

If the behaviour is more extreme and involves deliberate spitting or coughing in the direction of others or claiming to have Covid in order to upset and intimidate others, parents will be informed that further occurrences of such behaviour will lead to either an internal or fixed term exclusion depending on the severity of the incident. 
2.3 Rules regarding attendance and school uniform 

In line with current government guidelines, only the children of critical workers and those who have been identified as vulnerable will be able to attend school. Applications for a place in school should be made through the school office and decisions will be made with reference to government guidance.
During the current lockdown pupils are encouraged to wear clothing which is comfortable, warm (as doors and windows will be open to allow air to circulate), changed daily and suitable for the school day. School uniform can be worn if that is a pupil’s or parent’s preference but it is not compulsory.
3. Expectations for pupils at home

3.1 Remote learning rules
If pupils are not in school, we expect them to follow all of the rules set out below.
Parents should also read the rules and ensure their children follow them. Parents should contact the class teacher if they think their child might not be able to comply with some or all of the rules, so we can consider alternative arrangements with them and support them with their learning.
Parents should be contactable during the school day so that the school admin team can check on the welfare and wellbeing of the pupil.
Pupils should complete the work set by teachers by the deadline; exceptions to this rule will be made according to personal circumstances of pupils and their families.
Where appropriate differentiated tasks will be provided in order to suit the learning requirements of each individual pupil.

Parents should seek help from teachers if the pupil is confused or struggling with the work set. They must contact teachers by email (all teacher’s email addresses are available on the school website) or through Teams or the Seesaw App. Teachers will give advice or provide alternative resources that the pupils can use to help them access the learning being delivered.

Parents should alert teachers if the children are unable to complete the work giving a clear explanation as to why this is.

Pupils must use appropriate on line behavior and this should be supervised by parents.

Pupils must not use the chat function on Teams as a form of social media; it is for communication between the pupils and the class teacher.

3.2 Dealing with problems

If there are any problems with pupils adhering to rules around remote learning, including if they don’t engage with the remote learning set for them, we will:

Contact the parents to discuss the situation and offer support or advice as appropriate.

4. Monitoring arrangements

We will review this policy as guidance from the local authority or Department for Education is updated, and as a minimum at least once every half term. At every review, it will be approved by the full governing board.
