Our doors open at 8:40am, and the register is taken at 8:50am. The register closes at 9:15am.  

If your child arrives between 8:50am and 9:15am, they will be marked as ‘Late’ (L). If your child 

arrives after 9:15am, they will be marked with an ‘Unauthorised Absence’ (U) which means they 

are really late and do not achieve their attendance mark for the morning. 

Poor punctuality can lead to your child… 

• Feeling embarrassed in front of their friends 

• Missing the beginning of vital lessons making them fall behind 

• Missing important instructions for the rest of the school day 

• Learning bad habits which could affect their employability in the future
