The morning session begins at 8:45am and ends at 11:45am. 

The afternoon session begins at 12:30pm and ends at 3:30pm.

Some children are eligible for free 15 hour places. We offer this as 3
hour sessions 5 days a week. You may request a preference for
morning or afternoon session on the admissions form but please not
that we are unable to guarantee this preference. 

Some families may not be eligible for two-year-old funded places, but
we offer the option for you to pay for places, at either 15 hours a week
or 30 hours a week. 



Some 2 year olds are entitled to 15 hours free nursery care. Find out if you are

There is no such thing as 'just play'! There is overwhelming
research that shows children learn best when they play and
engage with activities that interest them. Our highly skilled
team provide a learning environment that enables children to
explore, create, experiment and play!  Our resources,
equipment and activities are all set up in a way that meets
the developmental needs of each child. Our staff will
regularly play with the children because it is our skilled
questioning and support that helps them to progress.
Throughout each day the children will play independently, in
groups, with an adult, at a table, on the floor, writing in a
book, writing in the mud! We encourage all of our parents to
play with their children at home too. You will be amazed at
what children are capable of when we meet them at their
level.

Your child can start in our two-year-old provision the term after their

2nd birthday:

If your child turns 2 between 1st April-31st August they will start  the

following September.

If your child turns 2 between 1st September-31st December they will

start  the following January.

If your child turns 2 between 1st January-31st March they will start  

the following April.



If you haven't already done so, pop into our school office and ask for an application form

pack for the 2-year-old provision. You'll need to return the completed forms to the school

office with your child's birth certificate so that we may take a photocopy of it. Your child will

not be able to start at Hardwick Green until we have seen their birth certificate. 

A member of the Early Years team will then contact you to offer your child a place. You will

be invited in for a welcome session, a one hour settling in session and given a start date.
