Five Pillars of Islam 5 obligations that a Muslim must satisfy in order to live a good life

Shahada Faith – Allah is the god that Muslims worship

Salat Prayer – Muslims pray to Mecca in the East. Muslims perform Wudu to prepare for prayer. They pray 5 times a day using a prayer mat. 

Zakat Charity – Muslims devote time and money on others to purify themselves.

Sawm Fasting – Ramadan is when Muslims fast in order to concentrate all of their thoughts in Allah. The dates of Ramadan change each year 
(ninth month of the Islamic calendar). Muslims cannot eat during the hours of sunlight.  

Hajj Pilgrimage – Hajj is the holy pilgrimage to Mecca in Saudi Arabia. A Muslim is expected to perform Hajj once in their lifetime.
